\Duke’s Visit Had

Calming Effect

Puﬁjah Miasma Cleared Away for
New Legislature’s First -
Session

LONDON, May 4.—The session
of the New Indian Legislature
which is now closing 'may mark a
definite epoch in Indian administra-
tion, says the Bombay correspond-
ent of the Times.

It opened, he adds, undet the
shadow of unassuaged bitterness in
the, Punjab and under the oppress-
fon of heavy burdens of taxation
made necessary by military consid-
erations,

“In this heavy weather,” the cor-
respondent writes; “the new consti-
tutional bark might easily have
founglered. That it has passed into
comparatively calm waters is due
to the Duke of Connaught's visit.”

This royal visit, with the Duke’s
appeal for unity, the idndian Gov-
ernment’s frank confession of error
in dealing with disturbances and
partioularly Lord Rawlinson’s de.
diaragtion of military policy, it is
sald; cleared away the Punjab mias.

““The. constitution now has the
line clear for a year,” says the cor-
respondent.

‘'But the battle between constitu-
tionallsm and revolution has to be
fought this year. All.over the coun-
try non co-operationlsm is develop-
{ng into undisguised tyranny, top
often uccomipunled by disorder. Mr.
Gandhi deplores this for the mo-
mant. It is inevitable that as soon
s the dismal failure of his efforts
to bring all governments to a stand-
still {s realized by the public he will
be driven to take further meas.
ures,”
