(Special to The Guardian)
LONDON, Oct, 3—Treasury re-
turns made public today show that |
natlonal expenditures exceeded re-
venue by £104,000,000 for the first
half of the financial year, but there
is an increase of £5,000,000 in reve
enue, compared with the corres-
ponding period in 1931, and a de-
crease of £9,000,000 in expenditures,
Revenue totalled £268,000,000, and
expenditure and sinking fund £373,-
000,000.

McNeill submitted his resignation
as Governor General of the Irish
Free State to the King today and
the press association reported that
President Eamon De Valera might
nominate either himself or some
colleague high in Irish Republican
political life as his successor.

The Irish Cabinet has ' the sole
right to nominate the Governor
General. A 1930 resolution after
the Imperial Conference failed to
leave the Crown any choice in this
matter. The King has no power to
veto or to control the choice.

P. J. Ruttledge, Free State Min-
ister of Land and Fisheries, said in'
an address at Ballinrobe, Irish Free
State, yesterday that events short-
ly would show that the Free State
had a Republican Government.

The press asociation reported that
one interpretation of these remarks
was the prediction that Mr., De
Valera would assume the Governor
General's post or give it to a Re-
publican colleague.

TORONTO, Oct. 3—In hi§ effort
to provide the public with infor-
mation bearing on civic wages, Ald.
H. L. Rogers recently quoted bur- |
eau of statistics figures showing the
cost of living index for Canada as
a whole had fallen 18 1-2 per cent
since the civic survey (on which
city hall wages are based) was made
in 1926. These figures were chal-
lenged. Ald. Rogers therefore
wrote to the labor ministry at Ot-
tawa, and has received a reply from
the minister, giving the depart-
ment's index for living costs in To-
ronto alone,

The bureau of statistics index
covers the whole of Canada and
takes a family with an income of
about $2400 as its base, The To-
ronto figures now furnished by the
department of labor are for Toron-
to alone, and for a family with
about $1,600. They show that the
cost of living index for such a fam-
ily in this eity (in terms of 1913
costs being 100) has decreased as
follows since 1926:
