Toronto Quoted
Values Pass Eight
Billion Mark

TORONTO, Feb. 16 — Quoted
values of all listed stocks on the
Toronto Stock Exchange in Janu-
ary passed the eight billion dollar
mark for the first time, Figures
as of the last day of the month
showed the tota] to be $8,026,068,632,
a gain of $590 millions on the pre-
vious month. Contributing to the
gain was the number of listed is-
sues which at 693 is 88 higher than,
those of a year ago, '

Of the two main groups »n the
board, the industrial section ag-
gregated $5,191,312,648 and showed
an increase of $340 millions against
the ?revious month, while the mines
totalled $2,3834,745,984, an advance
of $248 millions,

Widest gain in the industrials
was made by the refining oils which
were over a billion dollars in value
up $73 millions, while the utilities
with approximately the same to-
tal, gained $62 millions, followed by
manufacturing. with an advance of
$41 millions and finance, which
gained $40 millions. All 14 of the
groups in the industrials compris-
ing agriculfural, amusement, con-
struction, food and allied,» liquor,
milling, motor and allied, papee
and textiles showed uadvances.
Mining issues featured the base
metal stocks which jumped $167
millions at $1,442,784,221, producing
golds gaining $49 millions nt $887,-
837971 and the prospecting golds
advancing $15 millions, while mis-
cellaneous mines were up $21 34
millions and the gas and oil com-
panies $3 millions.

Of the 693 issues listed in the
January values, average price for
the industrials was $26.39 against
$2462 in the previous month and
for the mines $3.57 against $3.30.
Highest average for any group
was made by the liquors at $50.99,
motor and allied at $40.82 and the
textiles $38.24. Of the mines, the
base metals averaged $19.22

against $15.89 the previous .nonths,
producing golds were $4.20 and
the secondary golds 69 cents
against 67.
