CANADA’S CROP
IS ENORMOUS

The Yield of 0ats 67,651,000 Bushels,
and 115,651,000 Bushels of Wheat.

OTTAWA, Ont.,, Oct. 14. — The
following statement on the estimated
yield and quality of field crops in
Canada has been given out by -the
census and statistics office. The re-
turns are based upon actual thresh-
ing results as far as these have be:n
obtained. The average yield of
wheat is estimated at 174 bushels per
acre, inditating a total production of
115,651,000 bushels, oats 33.7 bushels
per acre, total production, 267,651,000
bushels, Barley 29.0 bushels per acre,
total production 50,723,000 buahels,

and rye 18.8 hushels per acre, total
production 1,889,000 pushels, T1he
average yield of peas is estimated at

17.4 pusheld per acre, tocal produc-
tion 7,178,000 bushels, beans, 19.6
bushels per acre, total production 1,-
182,000 bushels, buckwheat 25.3 bus-
hels per acre, total production, 7,-
365,000 bushels, flax seed, 11.3 bush-
els per acre, total production, - 1,-
575,000 bushels and corn for husking
57.4 bushels per acre, total produc-
tion 21,007,000 bushels.

Potatoes average 145.4 bushels per

acre with total production 73,228,000

bushels, turnips and other
309.7 bushels per acre, total produc-
tion, 84,075,000 bushels.

of 9,039,000 bushels, but the drop is
almost entirely due to the returns
from the provinces of Saskatohewan
and Manitoba  where climatic influ-
eaces appear to have had greater ef-
fect upon the yieki than were indica-
ted vy the appearance of the crops at
the ¢nd of August. In Manitoba,Sas-
katchewan and Alberta the estimat-
ed yield of whaat ig ,818,600  brg-
hels,of o.ts els and of
barley 26,362, 0 stimates of
quality based upcn threshing resultg
are expressed as numerical percent-
azes of a standard condition repre-
