Soak
the gelatin in the remaining 1-4
cup cold water, add to the apple
mixture and stir until dissolved.
Cool by placing pan in cold water
for 15 minutes, add the nutmeats
and lemon juice.

Turn out the paste, cul
into squares and roll in er-
ed sugar. If you pack these candies
add 1 tablespoon cornstarch to
each 1-2 cun powdered sugar to
prevent stickiness.
