He outlimed the history of Po-
land when it was a republic with
a king at its head, the period from
the anclent days of the tenth cen-
tury until the partition of Pcland
in the eighteenth century. The sec-
ond period of his country was when
Poland was enslaved and rising
time after time to fight for its in-
dependence from tiy end of the
el%xteenth century until 1918, he
sald.

He gave a very interesting des-
cription of both™ these early per-
lods in the history of Poland and
also the third period—Poland re-
born, as an independent state af-
ter the first World War, occupying
again her proper place among the
European mnations, until the Ger-
man and Soviet attack in Septem-
ber, 1939,

Dealing with modern Poland he
spoke as follows:

“The judgment of history will un-
doubtedly show that this work of
peace has been interrupted brutal-
ly through no fault of ours. An in-
vestigation for deeper causes of the
present European conflict would
lead me too far from the subject
of today's talk, which must be
consecrated chiefly to Poland. I wish
only to stress that the war now in
progress did not start in Septem-
ber, 1939. It started potentially much
it started when Germany,
unwisely had been allowed to liber-
sate herself from the clauses of the
Versailles Treaty; it started when
Germany completed her huge arm-
aments and accumulated under the
national-socialist fanatical rule un-
heard of amounts of chauvinistic
dynamism,

“This war brings us to the latest
events and to what has happenad
and is happening today.

“Speaking of the Poland of to-
day, T shall not dwell in detail
on those events which we have
still in our memory. We remember
that because of the ill will of our
neighbours, the non-aggression
vacts, which were concluded with
them, proved to be worth less than
the paper on which they were
written.

Thus the “Polish war” be-
came to some degree the test of
the conscience of the nations, fore-
ed to a historical decisicn as  to
whether the victory and the rule of
the world should belong to right,
justice and liberty or to lawless-
ness, brutal foree and slavery. There
cannot be any doubt as to what the
judgment of history-will be. And
il my ccuntry has contributed to
this—then the greatest reward and
one which would pay for all our
sufferings would be, for. futurs
generations to admit that by ac-
cepting the challenge “Poland de-
served well of humanity.”

All Poles Are Suffering

“I mentioned the sufferings. This

is the essence of the today of Po-
land. All Poles today are suffer-
ing. Those, who have been chas-
ed from their homes by the ag-
gressors, who steal and rob them
of their belongings those who are
imprisoned and morally torturad,
those who are deprived of a roof
over their heads and are victims
of cold and hunger; those, whose
dearest ones are taken away and
summarily executed. Also those, who
have found = themselvgs  without
means of subsistence as refugees
in foreign countries. Instead of giv-
ing you a detailed picture of all
these sufferings of the Polish peo-
ple, I may be allowed to quote to
you the powerful description given
by Prime Minister Winston Churen-
ill in his speech in Manchester on
January the 27th last. I quote:
“But everything pales in compatri-
son with the atrocities which are
being perpetrated on the Poles. In
German-occupied Poland the most
hideous of terrorism prevails. \
' There have been two phases: In
thye first, the Germans tried to
cow the population by shooting
individuals picked at random from
the towns. Ot one place where they
had decided to shoot thirty-five
people they collected thirty four
victims and then, finding they were
one short, they went into a chem-
st's shop and seized the first per-
son they found.

But later, they became more dis-
riminating. They made carefui
search for the natural leaders of
Polish life—the nobles, the land-
owners, the priests, as well as the
prominent workmen and peasants.
It is estimated that upwards of 15,-
000 intellectual leaders have been
shot,

“These horrible mass executions
are of frequent occurrence. At one
place 500 were lined up against the
wall; at another a group of drunken
German officers are said to have
shot seventy hostages in prison; at
ancther 136 Pclish students, some
of whom were only twelve and
thirteen years of age, were butch-
ered. Torture has been used; press
gangs seize men and women in the
streets and drive them off in droves
to forced labour in Germany, Fa-
mine stalks mot only amid the ruins
of Warsaw, but far and wide
throughcut this ancient country
which a few months ago was the
home of a neople of over 35 mil-
lions. From these shameful records
we may judge what our fate would
be if we fell into their clutches,
But from them, also, we may draw
the force and inspiration to carry
us forward on our journey, and mnot
to pause or rest until liberation is
achieved and justice done.”

Even those who
are suffering so much under Ger-
man and Russian occupation re-
main convinced of the ultimate
triumph of the Polish cause.

Germans Fear Poles

“There has arisen against the
Germans through a forest of gal-
lows, through the icy silence of Po-
land, through her suffering with-
out complaint and without flinch-
ing—the most threatening challenge
which could be thrown to them—
the contempt of the vanquished for
a momentary conqueror, It is be-
cause the Germans fear the Poles,
fear them as one man fears an-
other who will never admit de-
feat, that they put forth every ef-
fort to destroy not merely individ-
uals but the very lifeand soul of
Poland. Polish factories are -
mantled, Polish newspapers suppres-
sed, Polish schools superseded by
German, Polish libraries and mus-
eums looted and their treasures
sent to Germany, the use of the
Polish language ~ forbidden, the
monuments of Polish musicians,
artists, poets and national heroes
destroyed. The Germans can hear
the silence of Poland, and they
understand and fear it. They dread
that the outside should know that
here is a vanquished nation that
has not surrendered, that will not
surrender, that bears with set
teeth every torture, every indignity,
and still despises the hangman.

“All the new divisions of the Pol-
ish territory are without any legal
importance. A complete constitu-
tional government under the Presi-
dent of the Republic is working on ’
English soil for the best interest of
the country. We are proud that
Poland remains today by the side
of the British Empire, the only
state outside of that Empire, which
has carried on the war actively
without interruption since the be-
ginning. Compared with the swift
triumpas of the Germany army in
Denmark, —Norway, Holland, Bel-
glum and France, the Polish cam-
paign of last fall appears in re-
trospect in a most advantageous
light, particularly in regard to the
spirit of the army and the courage-
ous attitude of the whole civilian
population. And we niust remember
that Poland was assailed on all
sides and that Germany was not
then engaged on the Western
front and was able to throw againsy
Poland the whole power of her ar-
mies, equipped with every modern
military invention and prepared for
this attack for years.

Does Not Regret Challenge

“Poland does not regret that it
has accepted the challenge a year
ago. Even if she had had no al-
liance with Great Britain and
France she would have fought Ger
man and Russian imperialism, be-
cause of her conception of freed-
om and national honour. This con-
ception has never permitted the
Poles to megotiate with enemy or
to surrender their army. The ban-

honour remained untouched, have
been transferred to other countries
and have led reorganized

the defense of Norway
France.

“When the tragic hour
the French Republic, the Polisn
Commander in Chief landed has-
tily in a bomber on British - soil
At noon on June the 18th he saw
