particular anniversary. Yet like all liberties,

that of celebrating IHallowe'en depends upon due
observance of the rights and liberties of others.
License to become public nuisances was never
granted under any Hallowe’en dispensation. If
one reads Burns on the subject—and who hasn’t?
—he will note that in what might be called the
heyday of Hallowe'en the merrymaking was
all of an innocent sprt.  If youngsters of today
cannot enjoy themselves in similar manner, the
fault must be theirs,—or perhaps their parents’
for fai ring them up properly. In any

case th reason than ever, during war-
time, rating breaches of the peace or
acts of dalism on Hallowe’en. The police

will be on the alert tonight to see that such acts
don’t happen. Parents are asked to co-operate
by administering a few precautionary warnings.
Let’s hope we shall be able to report in Mon-
day’s paper that “a good time was had by all,”
with no unfortunate aftermaths before the Mag-
istrate.

Mr. Coldwell Is Alarmed

Mr. Coldwell, C.C.F. leader, has been offer-
ing some criticism of wartime national develop-
ment which lends itself to interesting analysis.
He declares that there are too many bureaucrats
in Canada; he goes so far as to say that he is
becoming “alarmed” at the growth of official-
dom. Many other people who are not followers
of Mr. Coldwell shage that feeling. But in Mr.
Coldwell's case the reaction is surprising. The
Winnipeg Iree Press (Liberal) finds the sub-
jeet worth a leading editorial, in which it says:

“Mr. Coldwell’s ambition, an entirely pro-
per one, is to become Prime Minister of Can-
ada and create here a socialist state. This in-
volves, under no matter what interpretation, a
vast extension of state control over the indus-

try and agriculture of Canada. Control re-
quires administration. Administration needs
staff. Mr. Coldwell's plans for the future in-

volve an expansion of officialdom on a scale far
greater than we know now, or have ever known
before. Canada cannot be socialized without
mass production of bureaucrats and of ficials.”
The Free Press says it quite agrees with Mr.
Coldwell ahont the extension of bureaucracy
in Canada. It also has felt some alarm. “But,”
# adds, “we believe, and the vast majority of
Canadians do too, that this new development in
our national life is an inevitable and necessary
wartime development. We canniot wage war
on the vast scale we are doing it without accept-
ing the fact that we must be controlled and
regimented. e must be ordered to do this
and that in order to advance the only cause that
really matters today—Victory. We do not see
how else we can direct our full national strength
into war without accepting governmental dicta-
tion of our lives and activities; and we do not
understand why Mr. Coldwell should be so
alarmed about it.  Indeed, we should have
thought he would have been pleased to see this
nation learning under pressure of war just how
much dictation of our lives can come from gov-
ernment; and for quite another reason we are
pleased too, for we believe that, when the war
is over, so many people will have been ordered

about for so long that they will want to get rid
of hurcatcracy, or at least as much of it as
possible, once and for all. A free people only

submits to being pushed around when there is
general recognition of the need of it and an
identity of aim in the population,
