Veterans In’

A strong appeal on behalf of all
his former comrades in arms for
consideration in the - matter of
employment by governments and
indilviduals was made in the Leg-
islature on Thursday by Maj. J. A,
MacDonald, _Conservative, Third
District of King's.

Making his maiden ;g;:ch in
the Budget debate, Maj. cDon-
ald reviewed practically
subject of public importance and
drew unstinted applause from both
sides of the House when he sat
down. The youngest member of
the Legislature,
only veteran of the late war In the
House and as such his comments
on matters touching veterans’ in-
terests were heard with marked
attention.

“It seems strange to many peo-
ple that. a preference should be
given only to those who have
served overseas,” Maj. MacDonald
sald. “Naturally many others who
have served in Canada are going to
be left out in the cold, in a way.
But the policy of the Federal De-
partment is not something which
grew out of this war, It grew out
of the first World War, and has
been followed ever since ‘n civil
service appointments and in vari-
ous other appointments.

“The reason for giving the pre-
ference to overseas men was due
to the fact that they served away
from Canada. They were away
from home for long periods of
time. In many cases their families

day by the Prices Board.

A statement said that Timber
Controller D, D. Rosenberry, “may
direct that any person who does
not qualify under terms of the
order shall cease to sell lumber
at retall, despite any licence pre-
viously obtained from the board.”
He added that “the new order
will result in better distribution
of lumber through normal retail
outlets, and will eliminate certain
practices which have developed as
a result of the great consumer
demand.”

Norwegian Whaling
Ship Is Damaged

OAPETOWN, March 22—Reuters)
—The 14,000-ton Norweglan whal-
ing ship Sir James Ross has bcen
partially disabled and is making
for Capetown from the Antarctic,
it _was learned today.

The big factory ship, well known
in Canadian east coast ports, has
had a dlsap?olmlng season and it
obtained only about one-third of
the whale oil hoped for. Whale
oil is used in the manufacture of
margarine and soap,

The poor whale fishing’ season
in the Antarctic was given as one
of the grounds for a London fore-
cast yesterday that there would be
a one-ounce cut in the British
margarine ration and a cut in the
soap ration for adults.

Testifies As
Trial Of Fred
Rose Opens

MONTREAL, March 22 —
(CP) — A melodramatic ace
count of a Soviet espionage
agency qoperating in Canada
was unfolded in - criminal
court today by Igor Gouzenko
in nearly four hours of sen-
sation-packed testimony at pre=
liminary hearing of espionage
charges against Fred Rose.
