RECOMMENDED

Grand Jurors Present
Report—Urge
Speed Laws Be
Amended.

The Supreme Court resumed its
sittings yesterday morning at Sum-
merside when His Lordship Chief
Justice Mathieson addressed the
Grand Jury briefly.

Referring to the report of the
Sheriff, F. J. E. Wright, His Lord-
ship deplored the large number of
prisoners that had been confined
to the jail in the last six months,
95 in all. It was rather shocking.
he sald, and asked the jurymen if
they could suggest any remedy as
a deterrent to crime. He also ask-
ed them to consider the ever pre-
sent question of accidents on the
highways, and for them to make
any suggestions they deemed ad-
visable and concluded by compli-
menting them on the efficient
manner they had carried out their
duties at the court.

Sheriff’s Report

In the Sheriff’s report the fol-
lowing number of persons were
committed to jail since the last
sitting of the court. For breach
of the Prohibition Act, 37; breach
of Excise Act, 4; petty larceny, 13;
drunk and disorderly, 25; vagraney
2; breach of Highway Traffic Act,
6; offense against the Unmarried
Parents Act, 1; asault, 4; breach
of Fisheries Act, 2; contempt of
court, 1. At present confined to
jail: breach of Prohibition Act, 6;
petty larceny, 4; breach of High-
way Traffic Act, 1; assault, 1;
drunk, 1.

After inspecting the jail prem-
ises the Grand Jury returned the
following report:

“Supreme Court, Prince County,

June term, 1937;

“The Honorable John A. M\thie-
son, Chief Justice, presiding Judge.
May it please Your Lordship: We
your Grand Jurors wish to sub-
mit the following report:

“We have gone over the court
house and jail and found it in a
sanitary condition. There are cer-
tain repairs that are badly inneed
of prompt attention. We herewith
submit a list, namely:

“1st—Basement windows facing
north west and south are in need
of heavy screen wire or continua-
tion of present iron fence to pre-
vent articles being passed from the
outside to prisoners within.

“2nd—sSeveral large patches or
squares of plaster are off the ceil-
ing in the basement corridor, fur-
nace room, also in the ground floor
hall, which if attended to would
add greatly to the general appear-
ance of the jail.

“3rd—The lading going into the
basement has dropped away from
the wall and is down some six
inches on north side and recom-
mend the levelling of same.

“4th—The jailor recommended
the erection of a door and parti-
tion at the foot of stairs leading
