When the TitovMoscow row
broke into the open in the sum-
mer of 1948 there already were
Jgns that the once-ignored “er-
satz Communists” of China prov-
ably would get control of the larg-
est single segment of humanity
on earth. If they should go the
way of Tito, Moscow would have
two gaping holes in her supreme
suthority instead of one.

Chinese Communist leader Mao
‘Tare-Tung, therefore, saved the
Russians profound embarrassment
by denouncing ‘Tito and upholding
Moscow. .

This gave the Russians a breath-
3ng space but did not solve their
basic problem how to make
orthodox Communism, which is an
instrument of Russian nationalism,
work in a fraternity of non-Rus-
sian Communist states.

It 18 too early, however, to as-
sume that the Russlans can not
find some kind of & new answer
short of war — perhaps some mod-
fication of their insistence that
Moscow s always right.

If they manage such a change
they may be aided - consideradbly
by their new Chinese allies, who
still are working out new answers
to new problems. Their answers,
.as are the problems, are Chinese
‘ms well as Communist and often
“differ from Russian answers.

Their job in China is still large-
1y one of galning power, rather
than holding on to power gained
pome time ago.

‘“ They must digest what they are
Jswallowing — 450,000,000 Chinese.
% To think that this can be done
entirely on the basis of orders
ifrom Moscow s an assumption
:that staggers the imagination of
anyone who knows either the en-

Radioactive Atoms
Reveal Secrets Of
Blood Di_sg_ases

By Alton L. Blakeslee

NEW YORK, Oct. 23 — (AP) —
Radicactive atoms are turning up
new findings about anaemia and
other blood diseases, and even
make it possible to predics wheth-
er some people are going to be-
come anaemic.

The findings are part of the
growing hafvest of medical know-
ledge coming from studies with
radio-atoms made in  atomic |
ovens, They were described by |
Dr. John H. Lawrence, director
of the Donner Laboratories, Uni-
versity of California, Berkeley, in
an address at the New York Aca-
demy of Medicine.

Human blood i8 made radio-
active by injections of radfo-iron.
The iron atoms can be traced as
they circulate, or as they are used
in making new blood cells in the
bone marrow. '
People with pernicious anaemia
lack sufficient red blood cells. It
has been thought that the iron
wasn’t being used in making new
red cells, Dr, Lawrence said. But
these studies show that {ron s
going into the new red cells, and
“there must be something wrong
with the length of life of the red
cells which are made.”

Development of anaemia
predicted a month or two In ad-
vance in people who aren't mak-
ing red cells normally. The radio-
iron tests can show whether the
bone-marrow factories are work-
ing properly and how their bodies
are handling iron.

In leukemia the body produces
far too many white blood cells.
