The people of
Ontario are shrewd, intelligent and
progressive to a degree not surpassed
by those of any other Province of
Canada,* and yet were independent
gnough to lend their support by tens
of thousands to one party in the fed
eral arena and to the opposite party
in provincial affairs. And this ex-
aniple of independence is to be com-
mended. It cannot follow that he-
canse a Liberal or a Conservative
Government .at Ottawa may be just-
ly deemed worthy of support as the
best. for Caunada, that a provincial
Government of the same political
stripe is best for a Province; and vice
versa. Actual working out of the
problem has some times developed
great weakness and some pernicious

and a restful feeling overtakes him,
alas what has met his view! ‘‘Fish-
ing Prohibited,”” on a penalty of a
fine. To say the least this is confus-
ing and disappointing to the tour-
ist.

Fadyen. Walter M. lL.ea made a very
sensible speech, during which he
showed the very high freight rates we
are compelled to pay, especially to
the Steam Navigation Co. He said
that one reason for this state of af-
fairs was the frequent handling of the
freight on our present system of
transportation; but if we.had a car
ferry the freight could beloaded at
any station and sent direct to its des-
tination, whether it be the Provinces,
Upper Canada, or the United States.

He also claimed that it would
create a much larger trade and if our
Government were ready to spend mil-
lions of money to bunild the Hudson
Bay Railway to open up a route that
would only be available for about
four months of the year, surely we
could get the car ferry which would
be used for at least nine months of
the year. Jos. Noonan strongly en-
dorsed the project as it would do
away with the three short hauls.

Mr. Arbing of Crapaud gave an ad-
dress, it was short, sharp and to the
point. He touched on several phases
of the . transportation question,
strongly advocating a Car Ferry at
the Capes.

Gordon Dawson agreed with the
forimer speakers and gave a descrip-
tion of hic experience in crossing a
car ferry out west. He emphasized
the necessity of our farmers standing
together and demanding a car ferry
at the Capes.

B. W. Howatt said that ‘“In union
there is strength’’ and if we showed
our Legislature that we were really
in ecarnest ahbout the matter, we
would get it.

Herbert © Lord thought we should
have petitions circulated for signa-
tures and in that way show we were
in earnest ahout the matter.

Capt. Will Campbell of the iceboat
service gave a description of the ac-
tion of the tides and ice between the
Capes. He claimed that the ice
never rafted but was always loose
and was still for about an hour at
the turn of the tide unless the wind
was blowing hard from the north-
west. He said that one of the winter
steamers could have crossed every
day during the past winter.

The motion was passed unanimouy
ly. The following resolution was al-
80 carried without a dissenting voice:
Whereas the transportation facilities
under which we are suffering by the
three short hauls; And Whereas our
perishable products for export suffer

much by this unnecessary handling,
thereby depreciating the value of
same; Therefore resolved: That we

demand that a car ferry be establish-
ed at the Capes, which is the natur-
al, shortest and only feasible means
of communication with the mainland,
And therefore we strongly request
gnd urge that our Brother Farmers
in every section of the Province join
with us in demanding that the con-
struction of the Car Ferry he immed-
iately undertaken.
