New Parachute -
For Fast Planes

WASHINGTON, Dec. 12 —(AP)
—A parachute which “blows its
top” under stress has been devel-
oped by the United States Navy as
a means for airplane pilots to bail
out safely at 500 miles an hour,
the Naval Aviation News said to-
day.

Conventional parachutes are de-
signed to withstand the opening
strain of speeds up to only 250
miles an hour, much too slow for
