The
men expected a short and sharp
campaign. Instead they are lying
in thie  trenches with sand storms
blowing over or rains soaking
through them, with continual night
alarms. They are disgusted with'
the war and hate the country. They
long to return home.

It is believed that the south
will (1emm1d the retirement of the
Manchu royalty with g pension, and
will not be:satisfied. with less. The re-
volutionary' leaders at Shanghai to-
day express no fear that the imper-
ialists would attempt to recapture
the city. They said that the new gov-
ernment was fully competent to con-
trol the situation and protect foreign
interests. }
