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THE BY-ELECTINOS.

The three by-eleciions which were
contested have now been heard from.
Sherbrooke,which had an unbroken
Conservative record since confeder-
ation, has returned the oppasition
candidate, Mr. McIntosh, though it
is now stated by a narrow and greatly
reduced majority.

In Winnipeg Mr. Martin, Indep-
endent Libera), is returned by a re-
ported majority of 60. In the elect-
ion he received the support of the
Liberal newspapers, and was no
doubt elected by Liberal votes, while
the Conservative' vote appesrs to
have been thrown for Pattee, the so-
called Labor candidate, who ran in
opposition.

In Lotbiniere, which has an un-
broken Liberal record, two Liberals
were in the field, Boisvert being the
party nominee while Fortier, who is
opposed to the sending of Canadian
troops to South Africa without the
direcsion cf Parliament, was elected.
The latter received most of the Op-
position vote, but except on the Con-
tingent matter, may be expected to
give the Lnnner Government a gen-
eral su

Both parties may be said to have
fairly held their own in the seven by-
elections just held, in four of which
supporters of the Government were
returned by acclamation. These con-
tests do not appear to give ‘much
indication of the reaction in public
sentiment for which the Opposition
hopad. The greater independence of
the Liberal candidates returned in
Winnipeg and Lotbiniere is fairly
well balanced by the greatly reduced
Conservative mqonty in Sherbrooke.

Prince George of Greece, after 3
year spent as Governor of Crete, to
which position he was appoicted by
the great powers, recently returned
to Athens on a visit and was most
enthusiastically received. He has
succeeded well in Crete, having paci-
fied that distracted Island in quite a
remarkable way. Mohammedans and
Christians alike respect him, and he
has been able Lo dispense with all but
1,200 of the foreign troops which
were quartered on the Island a year
ago. Prince Goorgeis of almost
gigantic stature, has a bluff, hearty
manner, abundant good nature and a
level head. .

Kuang Su, Emperor of China, is
reported to have been deposed and
to have committed suicide, though it
is probable that he has been mur
dered. He was born 15:h August,
1871, and nominally succeeded to the
crown on 12th Janaary, 1875. The
Empzror, though nominally the
sovereign of four hundred millions of
people, in reality never ruled at all.
The real ruler has been his aunt, the
Empress Dowager, who appears to
have been able by intrigue and force
to keep the youthful Emperor first in
leading strings and later as a, ptisoner
in his palace. The end Lias now come
