SOVIETS SEEK BRITISH
SAFETY MATCH MARKET

(By The Canadian Press)
LONDON, Oct. 9—Soviet trading

been making persistent efforts ‘dur~
ing the past few months to estab-
lish a market for safety matches of
Russian manufacture. The methods
adopted to ensure sales are gener-
ally characterized by British match
manufactures as unfair trading
carried on for the purpose of ob-
taining British currency for the
Soviet Government. “The sale of the
matches is subsidized,” declared one
manufacturer, “and there is a direct
loss on every transaction.”

Other inquiries elicited the state-
ment that the cost of production in
Russia was 40 cents per gross boxes
and that buyers obtained them in
this country at 28 cents per gross.
They are chiefly handled by small
jtraders in the East End of London.
The first sales to the public are
stated to have been made in Scot-
land about the beginning of the year,
but since then boxes bearing vari-
ous labels, in some cases with the
country of origin indistinctly mark-
ed, have been on sale chiefly in the
poorer districts throughout Great
Britain. The matches are sold to the
| retailer at prices ranging from 1.44 to

1.56 & gross, and sold to the customers
at 14 to 15 cents a dozen boxes and
frequently at 2 cents a box. In the
ymentioned case there is a profit of
100 per cent,.
