Lone Bandit
Raids Train

CHICAGO, Dec 1§ — A gunman
single - handedly robbed the
passengers in two cars of a New
York Central passenger train of
Jewelry and an undeterimed amount
of cash between a suburban
station and the downtown terminal
Saturday night.

Judges Robbed:

Judge Roger Kiley of the Illinois
appellant court, one of several’

$350. He sald several watches and
rings were taken from passengers
in the rear car.

H. E. Brice, 55, a porter, said the
robber boarded the train when it
stobped at the Englewood station
and that he carried a paper bag
into which he forced about 10 pas-
sengers in the rear car to drop their
wallets, watches and rings.

Upper Canada’s
Early Pioneers

PICTON, Ont.,, Dec. 18 — (CP)
—Weatherbeaten and sheltered by
haw trees, a small 18th century
Methodist chapel overlooking the
waters of nearby Hay Bay, is be-
ing cherished as a shrine to the
founding of Methodism in Ontario.
It was built by United Empire
Loyalists in 1792 after thc?v sought
refuge in Upper Canada from the
American Revolution, and it serv=
ed the growing community until
1860, At that time it was aband-
oned to use as a horse barn and
storage place for barley en route
to Oswego breweries and was re-'
consecrated as a church only in
1911, .
Last Summer the little building.
which seats about 250, was the
centre of an eastern Ontario pil-
grimage which the board of trust-
ees plans as an annual event.
Rev. Whattam of Toronto, seee
cretary-treasurer of the board of
trustees and grandson of one of
the church’'s builders described
the church as “just the same as
when it was built. :
“It's never been painted but
some years ago the old clapboards
were removed, new ones put on and
the old ones replaced on top to
preserve the original appearance
while strengthening the fabric.”
Rev. Dr. 7'sse H. Arnup, form-
er moderator of the United Church
ofe Canada and principal speaker
at -the pilgrimage service, said that
the shrine fund stood at more than

,000.

“The proposal is to build a cot-
tage on the large cHurch grounds
and have a superannuated minis
ter live there to show people
around,” he said,

Near MacDonald Home

Over the fence on the west side
of the churchyard is a grass-cov-
ered hole in the ground which was
once the cellar of Sir John A.
MacDonald’s boyhood home, The
Hay Bay pilgrims visited the cairn
of cemented fieldstone which com-
memorates the connection with
Canada’s first prime minister.

It is unlikely little John A. ever
attended the famous church be-
side his home. He was only 10 when
his family moved five miles south-|"
west to the Stone Mills of Glen-
ora and besides he was a Presby-
terian.
