Mr. Hughes quotes my previous
communication and then announg-
es that on consultation with Gener
al Manager Brown, that Mr. Brown
informs him that he does not know
Mr, R. L. Wheeler at all. It seems
strange that Mr. Hughes had to
apply to M- Drown for informa-
tion about Mr. Wheeler, as Mr.
Hughes referred to Mr. Wheeler
himself in his letter dated 4th
January. I can only conclude thai
Mr. Hughes has misinterpreted
Mr. L. S. Brown in this regard.. No
doubt, what Mr. Brown said .or
meant was that Mr. Wheeler is
not attached to the Atlantic Divis-
ion of the Government Railways,
and that reply would be quite cor-
rect. Mr. Wheeler is a Dominion
Government Official of the Trans-
portation Branch, Ottawa, and is
known as a Transportation Expert
or Specifalist. He _supervises
throughout the Dominion the _dis-
tribution of Refrigerator Cars to
meet the needs of Agriculture, and
his recommendations are acted on
by the Canadian National Rail-
ways. All shippers of produce in
this Province were familiar a few
yearg ago with the car distribu-
tion service operated here by
Messrs Baxter and Fox. Now Mr.
Wheeler is in a very much sfmilar
capacity only on a broader scale.
I feel almost positive General
Manager Brown is quite familiar
with Mr. Wheeler in his official
capacity. Mr. Wheeler came. to
this Province in August last, and
went into the requirements of the
Seed Potato situation with Mr.
Boulter, Secretary of, the Associa-
tion, and not only did he give as-
surance that sufficient refrigerator
carg would be supplied in .the fall,
but also offered to come down to
the Island himself during the ship-
ping season, if necessary, to see
that all requirements were met.
When the shipping season first
came on and very few refrigerat-
or cars were coming in, Mr, Boulter
went to the Charlottetown Rail-

way Office. to make enquiry,
and  as the outlook  was
jnot very bright for cars, Mr.

Grady asked Mr. Boulter if there
was any suggestion” he (Boulter)
could make, Mr. Boulter then told
of Mr. Wheeler's assurance of carg
being supplied and the offer of Mr.
