King George began to handle a gun
when he was only eight years old,
when his granduncle, the Duke of
Cambridge, taught him to shoot and
reported him a wonderful pupil.

A frjend who accompanies the King
on many shooting expeditions des-
cribes him as a shot with an original
style of his own.
