In-so-far as le, extra of-
forts are being mede to place
young workers in suitable jobs.
The TUnemployment Insurance
Commission for some time, has
been giving particular attention to
youth placement throughout Can-
ada. In the larger offices, the
employment of young people is
made the responsibility of a Spe-
cial Placement Division, and
young applicants are being given
guidance and counselling by com-
petent officers when seeking work.
The Charlottetown oftice, be-
cause of its size, can not delegate
one member of the staff for this
work alone, but the male Selec-
tion Officer, Mr. Sinclair MacLeod
devotes as much attention as his
other duties will permit to Youth
Placement.

The Provincial Comimand last
yoay established a committee on
education for the express purpose
of developing in their members
and in the public generally an act-
ive interest in the duties of citizen-
ship, First among a citizen's re-
sponsibilities in a democracy is the
duty to vote on any question af-
fecting the community.

other Maritime centres at high
wages, These men were at the very
best, rough carpenters, and they
adequately filled the “bill” be-
cause they were not doing fussy
work, and were building barracks
and other military buildings,
which required no high degree of
ekill, Today, the ecall for skilled
carpenters is for work on vate
dwellings, new business buildings,
and work that demands experience
and precision, In short, what con-
tractors are looking for is the old-
time type of carpenter, who learn-'
ed his trade thoroughly; who can
hang a door; lay a hardwood floor
or bulld a stairway. This type of
tradesman is at a premium.
