SALE OF “ESSENCE,” ETC.—
The Royal Gazette last issued con:
- | tains a proclamation bringing into
" | force and operation the Act passed
at the last session of the ‘Legisla-
ture in amendment of the Prohibi-
tion Act. This amendment act pro-
vides that fhose who sell or intend
2| to sell “tinctures,” “essences’” fla.
voring extracts,’ etc., containing
alcohol, shall give notice im writ-
ing to the Prohibition ‘Commission,
and that *“no sale of any such es-
sence, tincture, or flavoring ex-
tracts shall  he made axcept m
hottles containing not more than
two and one half. ounces,” The Act
also provides that a record of every
such sale shall he kept showing the
name and address of the penson to
‘whom sold, the date of. sale and the
quantity sold. By the terms of the
Proclamation, “all persons concern-
ed are required to take notice and
to govern themselves accordingly.
