In the western United States
where the fish are fresh water
variety, the feeding of large quan-
tities of fish leads to paralysis of
the hind parts known by the tech-
nical name of Chastek Paralysis.
An investigation proved that it
was due to a lack of Vitamin B
and the addition of this vitamin
in the form of Brewer's yeast
flakes changed the picture. If you
wish to feed Brewer's yeast flakes
with your fish the proper quan-
tity would be from 1-2 to 1 pound
per day for 250 foxes, It can be
obtained wholesale from the Na-
