FROM SHORNCLIFFE

Caplain J. S. Jenkins Gives Good

News About a

Crowd of Island

Boys in England.

The following very interesting let-
ter has been recelved by Dr. S, R,
Jenkins from his son, Captain J..S.
Jenkins, A. M. C. M. O. 25th Batt,
stationed at Shorncliffe, England:

1 have no doubt that you are very
anxious and annoyed at not receiving
letters from me for the past three
weeks. 1 sent a cable to father at
Halifax, but have had it returned
marked ‘“Not there.” Since then I
have had a letter from Gee telling me
that father was home from Halifax.
I have sent off another cable and no
doubt you will have received it and
noted the cause of the letters not ar-
riving,

1 was unfortunate enough while rid-

- ing a western horse, to have him come

back and fall over on me, pinning me
under him, It seemed that he lay on
me for a minute or more, but I expect
it was only seconds. It happened
about 100 yards from the Queen's
Canadian Hospital. I was able to get
up after the accident, and made my
way with the horse to the Hospital.
There I had a temporary splint put
on my right arm, and rode the horse
back to camp, about three miles. My
right knee was badly bruised and con-
siderable fluid on it. My right hip
was badly bruised and my right fore-
arm broken in two places, a small
crack in the Radius and the Coranoid
Process of the Ulna torn off. Other-
wise I was all right as you see from
the fact that I was able to ride home,
although the journey was somewhat
painful. Next day I went to Shorn-
cliffe, and it was there that the X-Ray
revealed the diagnosis. I was admit-
ted to the Helena Hospital for Offi-
cers, and was unfortunate enough to
have spent my birthday there, While
there, Sir Robert Borden visited the
Hospital and spoke quite a few words
to me. I remained there only a few
days and am now back on duty with

my arm in-plaster—I-find-it very-awk-{

ward, however, working with my left
hand, and also find it very annoying
having someone to assist me to dress
and undress. They wanted me to stay
in the Hospital much longer, but I was
afraid that if T remained away from
the regiment, that I would get out of
touch with things, and might possibly
get left behind when the regiment left
for France, and I am very desirous
that this should not happen.

front, and I come in for a lot of sym-
pathy which I do not deserve. 1 ex-
pect it will be another month before
my arm is taken out of plaster. I do
not anticipate any trouble such as a
stiff joint, although it is fractured
quite near the joint. My great diffi-
culty is a matter of sleep. I find it
very hard to lie on my back, and oc-
casionally turn over on my side, with
the result that Ilie on it and then have
to right my position again. This oc-
curs several times during the night,
8o that I have to go to bed very early
in order to get sleep enough.

I intend to go down to London to
see some specialist there, I may leave
this afternodn or to-morrow morning,
and will likely stay at the Royal Au-
tomobile Club, of which we are all
honorary members, and there they
have an excellent valet service, so
that it won’t be necessary for me to
take my servant along with me,

I expect to be away about a week
as I think I need the rest. I have car-
ried on my work since leaving the
Hospital in spite of my arm, only be-
ing off two days from duty with it,
these being the days I was in the
Hospital. T have applied to have Joe
transferred to our Battalion, and I
will have him employed as one of my
Medical Orderlies.

Yesterday I received very nice let-
ters from Grandfather, Gee and Norah.
I am so glad to hear that you are all
well and happy. Grandfather certain-
ly is a wonder.

Dr. Scrimiger, who was on the Staff
of the Royal Victoria Hospital with
me, has received the V. C. He was
a small, delicate little man, and it
came as a great surprise to all of us
who knew. He did not go over with
his regiment on account of illness, he
having been almost constantly ill
|-Hrom—the—time of-his—arrival- in—Kng-|
land until he joined his regiment on
the 22nd April, and on the 256th he
won-the V. C. It was a marvellous
bit of luck.

I see the Islanders frequently, al-
though they are greatly scattered, be-
ing in every regiment in the Division,
and hear very good reports of them.
I am having Bell, my Orderly, promot-
el to Sergeant and a chap by the
name of Laird on the Sanitary Squad
also promoted to Sergeant. They are
both very fine chaps. Gerald Peters
is doing very well indeed, and never
parades sick and is always able to
stick out the longest route marches.
You can tell Dr. Conroy that I have
seen Frank and he looks very well
indeed, and is very much taken up
with his work. Roy Fitzgerald is
here with the 3rd C. M. R., but I have
not seen him.

Fred Macrae is Instructor in the
Machine Gun Course for Officers at
St. Martin’s Plain and is said to be
one of the best officers in that line in
the whole of England. He has invent-

MORE STEAMERS
TORPEDOED

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, Aug. 13.—The 3,000 ton
British steamer Jacona engaged in
Transatlantic trade, has been sunk.
The captain and nine members of the
crew were rescued. The Jacona sail-
ed from Middlesboro, England, on-Aug.
11, for Quebec. She was owned by the
Cairns Line of London; she was built
in 1889, was 318 feet long and 2,969
tons gross.

The announcement was made to-day
of the sinking of the British steamers
Osprey and Summerfield, and the Nor-
wegian steamer Aura. The chief en-
gineer, the mate and the mate’s wife
of the Summerfield were drowned. The
others aboard the three other vessels
were landed. The Summerfield, 687
tons gross, was built in 1913.

AFTER MANY  MONTHS

OTTAWA, Aug 13.—After a delay
in shipment -which—Major—D—A—Tho-|
mas, who purchased it, had a hard
time explaining to the Davidson Com-
n:ission into war contracts a month
ago, part of the mechanical transport
for the second contingent has arrived
in England after being shipped from
Canada., They are 150 motor trucks
in the mechanical transport allotted
to the second contingent. Major Tho-
mas, who supervised their purchase,
bought them six months ago but con-
siderable delay ensued, as was
brought out before the investigation
commission, in the purchase of bodies
for the trucks, which were afterwards
found too narrow, and for other rea-
sons, Major Thomas claimed before
the commission that the trucks would
not be needed till the second division
went to the front and that they would
be sent straight to France instead of
to England. It was urged on the
other hand that the delay in shipping
the trucks would delay the sending of
the second contingent to the front. It
is learned, however, that they are now
being sent to England.

NOTOBIOUS
MURDERER HANGED

LONDON, Aug. 13.—George Joseph
Smith, wife murderer, was hanged
to-day at Maidstone. Smith was found
guilty by a jury on July 1st of mur-
dering three wives in order to collect
insurance money on the lives. In
each case the victim was found
drowned in a bath tub, soon after the
wedding ceremony.

~ SUMMARY
. OF WAR
SITUATION

(Special to The Guardian)

LONDON, Aug. 13.—Field Marshal
Von Hindenburg has taken command
of the German army attacking Kovno.
According to the latest German offi-
cial report, Germans have made fur-
ther progress fighting ‘against the
Russiang in that region. The selec-
tion of Germany's national hero for
the duty of capturing the fortress of
Kovno, which stands between the
Germans and Vilna and Warsaw-Pe-
trograd Railway, is an indication of
the importance which the German gen-
eral staff attaches to this operation.
News that civilians commenced to
evacuate Kovno as well as Vilna led
to the belief in many quarters that
the Russians either had decided to
give them up, or had no hope of hold-
ing them. Now, however, they are
fighting hard to retain both cities.
The latest report from Petrograd
claimed that the Russians repulsed
all German attacks, except on one
point, where a desperate artillery en-
gagement is in progress. Further
north between Poniewesch and De-
veniski, where General Von Buelow
weeks ago was advancing rapidly
towards the railway, the Germans ap-
parently suffered a set-back, for the
Russians speak of pressing them back.
They declare they have reroccupied the
town of Tovin, which is considerably
west of the point which the Germans
have penetrated. In South Riga also
the Germans are said to be doing lit-
tle more than holding their own, so
that the talked-of advance toward
Petrograd seems to be developing very
slowly,

On the other hand the Germans
continue to drive in the Russians to
the northeast of Warsaw, and with
the capture of Siedlec are within a
short distance of the Bug River, one
of the main supports of the Brest-
Litovsk line, which it was believed
the Russians originally intended to
hold, but which the German offensive
on the northeast may prevent., Field
Marshal Von Mackenzen, who com-
mands the Germans in the southeast
between Vieprz and Bug is again re-
ported to have been held up by a Rus-
sian counter-attack. Military circles
declare that if he is not farther south
than he was a week ago, he is cer-
tainly farther north. The majority of
military critics consider it hardly like-
ly that the Grand Duke Nicholas will
try to head for Brest-Litovsk front.

The German Crown Prince continues
Fhis—attempts—to pierce the French line
in the Forest of Argonne. He has had
a few local successes, but the losses
he sustained in a series of attacks
are declared to have been very heavy.
The ' Germans have unsuccessfully
attacked in Artois, according to a
French account.

Negotiations between the Balkan
States is proceeding, but thus far no
sign of any settlement of the questions
at issue has been noticed.

RUSSIN'S
BRILLINT TACTICS

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, Aug. 13.—Reviewing the
situation in Russia, the military cor-
respondent of the Times pays enthus-
iastic tribute to the masterly retreat
of the Russian armies. He says the
stand made by the wings of the pro-
tecting army falling back from War-
saw was magnificent and undoubtedly
entirely successful, as the Warsaw
army is now assured ample time to
fall back to a prepared position.

N AUSTRAY SUBHA
ST T0 OTTON

ROME, August 14,—It is officially
announced that the Austrian submar-
ine U-12 has been torpedoed and
sunk with all hands in the upper
Adriatic sea by an Italian submarine.

The announcement was made in
a statement of the navy department,
which adds: “This morning two Aus-
trian torpedo boat destroyers bombard-
.ed Bari, Santo Spirito and Molfetta
(Southern Italy on the Adriatic). One
civilian was killed and several
wounded.” b

LONDON, Aug. 13.—General Sam
Hughes arrived at the Boulogne base
on Thursday, accompanied by Colonel
David Watson, of Quebec, and Colonel
Carrick, of Port Arthur, intelligence
officer of the Canadian contingent, and
several staff officers.

Before proceeding to the firing line
the General inspected the Canadian
base hospital. The Minister of Militia
personally greeted the officers and
nursing sister, delivering a short ad:
dress to each corps. As he passed
down the lines of these units, drawn
up in review order, General Sam
Hughes noted a number of South
African veterans. Omne, a big brawny
son of Erin, caught the General's eye
—“Irish,” he has been rebaptized by
his comrades.

“ Where did you come from?"” asked
the General.

“ Salisbury Plains, sir,” replied
“Irish,” in a brogue so thick you could
cut it with a knife.

“T know, but where did you join in

Canada?” further interrogated the
Minister.
“ Montreal, sir,” was the ready

answer, much to the amusement of the
General,

After a strenuous day inspecting the
tented cities, the General was alert
early the next morning, making the
rounds of the imperial hospitals and
later deported for the front.

“RAID ON ENGLAND

The Sixteenth. SixPersons Killed, 23
Wounded, 14 Houses Damaged.
One of the Air Craft “Winged.”

(Special to the Guardian.)
LONDON, Aug. 13.—Two Zeppeling
have again visited the east coast of
England and dropped a number of
bombs. There were six killed, 23
wounded and fourteen houses seriously
damaged. This is the sixteenth air

raid on England since the commence-
ment of the war. In all seventy-six
have been killed: and 1,176 injured;
two Zeppelins on their way home were
destroyed, one which took part in last
night’s raid is believed to have been
damaged by anti-air craft guns.

filed a suit for $250,000 damages for
libel against the Star Cempany, pub-
lishers of “The New York American,”

Mr. Ridder takes exception to a
page article of May 30, which the Ger-
man-American editor says, tended to
cast doubt on the sincerity of his ad-
vocacy of the German' cause and his
opposition to the exportation of muni-
tions from the United States to the
Allies.

The article told about the Interna-
tional Typesetting Machine Company,
of which Mr. Ridder was president,
filling just such orders for the enemies
of Germany,

Mr. Ridder pointed out that at the
time the story appeared, the company,
of which he had been the head, and
his son, Joseph E. Ridder, the secre-
tary and treasurer, had gone into the
hands of a receiver appointed by the
Federal Court and that the affairs of
the concern were entirely in that of-
ficials hands. The receiver was nam-
ed in December, 1914, because of tem-
porary difficulties. Mr. Ridder dis-
claimed all responsibility for the acts
of the company since that time. “Even
if it is engaged in the manufacture of

war material,” said th e Editor, “I
should be impotent to prevent it.”
The complaint shows how deeply

Mr. Ridder has felt the alleged impn-
tation of insincerity, which, he says,
the article intimated was for pecun:

ALLIES STIVING TO
OPEN DARDANELLES

LONDON, Aug. 11.—While the Rus-
sians are fighting desperately to extri-
cate themselves from the cordon of
Austro-German troops which is stead-
ily pressing them more closely in
Poland the Allies are working feverish-
ly and with considerable skill to open
the Dardanelles, through which they
hope to pour into Russia much needed
munitions of war.

Since Saturday night, when fresh
British forces were landed on the
Gallipoli  Peninsula, there has been
almost continuous. fighting on the
Krithia road. 'The operations of the
Australians and New Zealanders in the
Anzac—a name taken from the initial
letters of the words Australian, New
Zealand Army Corps—have co-operat-
ed with new forces to the north.

Following the success of the troops
on the Grithia roads and those to the
north of the Anzac zone, the Australian
and New Zealanders took the offensive
vesterday and succeeded in trebling
the area formerly held by them. Their
comrades to the north, who assisted
them, made no further progress, how-
ever.

Simultaneously the French battle-
ship St Louis fired on the Turkish
batteries on the Asiatic side of the
straits which had been bombarding the
Allied position on the peninsula and
put a few guns out of commission.
These actions are believed here to he
preliminary to a much more am-
bitious attempt which has been plan-
ned by the Anglo-French commanders
to sweep the Turks before them.

Very heavy losses, which already
have been inflicted on the Turks, have
had a discouraging effect upon the
Ottoman troops, according {o reports
from Greece.

On the eastern front Kovno is the
danger point in the Russian lines, The
armies of Grand Duke Nicholas appar-
ently have arrested the German offen-
sive against Riga and Divinsk, but are
being hard pressed on the Kovno front,
which the Germans are attacking with
guns of all calibre, including the
famous 16-inch cannon which no for-
tress hitherto has been able to with-
stand.

On the western front little has hap-
pened beyond the usual artillery en-
gagements,

German submarines have renewed
their activity and in the last three days
have sunk eighteen vessels, ten of
which were British trawlers and four
of which belonged to neutral countries.
The British patrol boat Ramsay also
has been sunk by the German auxiliary
cruiser Meteor in the North Sea. The
commander of the Meteor apparently
was captain of Hamburg-American (o.
steamer of that name, a vessel of 3,016
tons. There have been reports of
firing heard off Heligoland.

Negotiations with the Balkan States
in an effort to bring them into the war
were continued but without any furth-
er developments.
