underatanding whereby a representa-
tion of six was to he granted to
Prince Edward Island in 1873, There
is ample evidence; there is the evi-
dence of the records of Parliament
and of the House of Assembly. Here
we are egitting as a supreme court of
justice and the committee to which
the Bill was referred is a part of
this House. The evidence was sub-
mitted to the members of that com-
mittee and when they report that
they would not be iustified in re-
commending a representation of six
they are committing an error. There
was amble evidence of the fact that
Prince Edward Island is entitled to
six. This report, in my opinion,was
simply a matter of expediency, They
were not, in any way, entering into
the merits of the ease.

They were bound
by the words of that Act. The coun-
sel, Mr. Williams, stated:

It is not entirely an impression.Xf;

The Chief Justice: The framers of
the Act may have intended a differ-,
ent meaning from, the mind of the
British Parliament.

There is no doubt that the men
who were connected with the framing
of this Act did intend that  Prince
[cdward Island should have a eepre-,
sentation which would not he de-
creased below six., That is conceded
on all hands. But these hon. gentle-
men say that it would not be ox-
pedient to give Prince Rdward 1s-
land the number to which she is en-
titled and to leave Nova Scotia,New
Brunswick and some other provinces
without any increase. I do not tlinkg
that is the way this Parliament
should enter into the discussion of
the Act or to undertake to decide
ithe matter.
