The average uiffercnce for thé four
years is $123,000, not $200,000.

I have
a statement here which I have made
up showing that we paid yearly on an,
average, during the last five years, for
education in the province, $39,717 out
of the ordinary revenue, more than in
the last five years the Liberals were
in power. That is, we have paid $40,
000 a year on an average more than
the Liberals paid during the last five
years they were in power. We have
expended on an average $50,000 a year
in permanent public works. In those
two itcms we have spent $90,000 a
ycar of excess revenue. The bal:
ance can be easily accounted for. It
has gone to good purpose and con:
sists of small items waich I will not
go into. And another thing which we
did was: We kilied the average de
ficit of $45,000 & year which they had
all except in one year. That is where
more of the money went, and yet our
friends of the Opposition accuse us
of cxtravagance.
