ANNUALS TO THE FORE !

When tlie first flush of the herba-
€eous perennials has passed with the
early summer there is a “blind
spot” in the garden which may, by
those who know, be filled with an-
nuals suited to the climate. The per-
ennials prepared last year for this
Yyear’s display; some of the earliest

and under the rays of the returning
sun they gave forth their color and
perfume before the last snow had
disappeared from the hed‘gomws‘

But when the perennials have run
to deed, then comes the turn of the
annuals. These must be planted (as
early as the weather will permit) in
little paftches between the peren-
nials, taking care to give them
enough room to develop. One of the
causes of failure with these plants
is the neglect of this important ad-
vice. Sow thickly but thin well. If
allowed to grow in a thick bunch,
the plants spindle, and the flowers
are small. The thinning must be
done early,
