British Columbia’s Budget

British Columbia’s huge new budget indi-
cates pretty clearly why that Province stood out
so firmly for the highest possible grants of Fed-
eral money before “renting” its income tax to
the Dominion. It needed all the money it could
get.

Hon. Herbert Anscomb, the finance min-
ister, asks the*Provincial Legislature to appropri-
ate the record sum of $58,781,334 for provin-
cial services. A year ago the British Columbia
appropriations totalled $42,089,508 but expendi-
wres for the year ran to about $50 millions.

British Columbia now contains a million
people; it is expanding in all directions, its high-
way system and public institutions are in urg-
ent need of repair and extension, the con-
tinued influx of new residents creates new costs
for the treasury. Nevertheless, the British Col-
umbia taxpayer will not be cheered to find that,
at a time of undreamed-of revenues, his taxes
are not reduced; they are actually increased,
since the Government has raised motor license
fees and proposes to levy the wartime gasoline
tax which the Dominion is abandoning.

But the more serious fact which the tax-
payers must consider is the future maintenance
of such a scale of expenditure as Mr. Ans
comb now proposes. A slight drop in business
activity, o reduced revenue from natural re-
sources like timber, a small decrease in liquor
sales would turn Mr. Anscomb’s present esti-
mated surplus of $107,000 into a staggering
deficit. He is budgeting, in short, on the ae-
sumption that an unprecedented boom will con-
tinue.

Mr. Anscomb seems aware of that and a
note o{ alarm is visible in his speech when he
says that the “elasticity” of the public purse
“is dependent not only on the willingness but
the ability of the taxpayers to fill it and ex-
pand it” The willingness may remain. The
abHdity may not.

This is a sad example to other Provinces,
who may imagine that their troubles are over
ofter having made a dicker at Ottawa on tax
payments.

Boost In Butter Prices

Butter is going to increase in price on May
1. That much is certain as a result of the Gov-
ernment’s decision, revealed when the main esti-
mates were tabled, to discontinue the subsidy.
Hew much the increase will be remains to be
seen but, according to the Ottawa Journal, it
vill be ot least eight and a half cents, the
gomunt which the Government mow pays every
time a consumer purchases a pound of butter.
Present indications are that the increase yill be
considerably more than that.

This relatively large increase is bound to
cause criticism, and is certain to be partly mis-
understocd. It will be misunderstood as far as
that part of the increase resulting from with.
drawal of the subsidy \is concerned. Despite the
fact subsidies have been paid on foodstufts in
Canada for five years, to the extent of several
hundred millions of dollars from thz taxpayers’
money, the public at large still does not under-
stand this fact. Most housewives fail to real-
ize. thct every tire they ey 44 certs for a
pound of butter the Government has been hand-
ing over eight and a half cents to make the
production of buttar possible.

But the increase on May 1 is almost cer-
tainly geing to be more than eight and a halt
cents to thz consumer. Farm organjzations, on
behalf of cream producers for butter, for some
time have been demanding a higher price for
cream. They cloim that farmers producing
cream for butter are not getting cost-of-pro-
duction or anything like what those farmers
who produce milk for the fluid trade are getting.
There' is bettcr than one dollar a hundred-
weight difference between the two types of milk.
*They are asking for a price which would re-
sult in something very near 65 cents a pound
'butter.

Present indicaticns are they are not likaly
#@ realize this price, but that they will get some
refief in view of rising costs. What is likely to
happen is that thke same time that the subsidy
.comes off the ceiling price on butter will be ad-
vanced. However flush production of butter

_comes in June, and it is expected that shortly

after advances toke place butter prices will
find @ more eauitable level. It is altogether
possible thet butter may be 58 to 60 cents on
May 1, settle to 55 to 57 cents for the remaind-
er of the Summer. ‘

The Barley Bonus

1t was reported from Ottawa that the Cab-

Inet will shortly announce a bonus of '$5 per
ocre on land sown to barley in the West this
eor. Such an announcement would be in keep-
ng with the recommendation made by the Do-
minion-Provincial Conference on production last
December and by the Federation of Agriculture
more recently.

The bonus would cost the treasury from
$35 to $40 miMions. It has been defended on
the ground that we are committed to provide
large exports of bacon for the United Kingdom
ond that without additional supplies of feed
the production cannot be achieved.

Such a bonus, however, would have obvious
demerits. It would involve the treasury in an
odditional subsidy ot a time when the declarad
policy is to get out of such expenditures. But
if' the need justifies § reversel of the policy

there would be the further and fundamental
aobjection that a subsidy on barley acreage is not
the direct and effective way of attaining the
desired result. If the Government wants to
increase bacon output and considers a subsidy
necessary, then the clear and proper course is
to grant a subsidy on hogs.

In recent years, the policy of the Domin-
ion, as shown in the subsidy on freight rates
from the Prairies to the Eastern Provinces, has
been to discourage diversified farming in the
West and encourage hog production in the
East. The result is apparent in the declining
hog population of the western provinces and
the increasing dependence of eastern hog rais-
ers upon western feed.

This policy may well have political advant-
ages both ways. The Eastern farmer waonts
cheap feed; the Western farmer, no doubt, pre-
fers to grow cereals if the cash return from
them makes it unattractive for him to raise hogs.
But wise policy would encourage diversity in
western agriculture. To be dependent largely
upon cereals makes the most vulnerable kind of
an agricultural economy.

EARLY RAILWAY DAYS

The history of the Prince Edward
Island Railway begins with the
Railway Act, 34 Victoria Cap. 4,
dated April 17, 1871. ‘This Act
among other things directs that
the total cost of-<he Railway, in-
cluding rolling stock, statioms, et
—in fact everything needed to
operate the road— ‘shall rot ex-
ceed five thousand pounds per
mile” With the view of keeping
the cost within this limit, the Act
further directs that the guage shall
be 3 feet 6 inches. No curves of
less radius than 600 feet to be al-
lowed, nor any egradient steeper
than 60 feet per mile; track to be
laid with iron rails 40 pounds to
the yard; equipment to consist of
10 locomotives, 10 first class cars,
6 second class cars, 6 combined
postal and baggage cars, 100 box
cars, 25 platform cars, 3 snow
pjlows, 3 flangers. The road was
to be constructed between Al-

it would be a Mis- parton in Prince County and George-

town in King's County, a distance
of 101 miles. A short time after-
wards branch lines, Mt. Stewart
to Souris, 38 miles, and Alberton
to Tignish, 13 1-2 miles, were con-
structed.

The Ohief Eugineer, J.E. Boyd,
came to the Island May 10, 1871,
In the same year the survey was
begun, June 1; tenders for com-
struction of the road were ad-
vertised May 28; the contract was
awarded to Messrs, Schreiber and
Burpee and signed September 11;
and the ground was broken Oct-
ober 5. In the autumn of 1874 the
railway came under the operating
management of Thomas Swinyard,
Rallway Commissioner for the
Government, but owing to now
storms and lack of powerful equip-
ment was closed in the momth of
December. .

In the early Spring of 1875 C
J. Brydges, who was Chief Super-
intendent of the Intercolonial
Reilway at Moncton, N B, super-
vised the reorganization of a staff
for the P.E.I. Railway and op-
eration.

Conclusion of Anglo
French Treaty of
Alliance

(United Kingdom Informaticn)
Mr. Bevin announced the con-
clusion of 2n Amglo-French Treaty
of Alliance in the United Kingdom
House cf Commons, cn Fetruary
28th. He said “I am very glad to te
able to state that agreement has
now been reached Ltetween the
British Government and the French
Government on the terms of a
Treaty of Alllance. There are a few
mdjustments now being made. The
Treaty will, I hope, be signed by
the French Foreign Minister and
myself on Tuesday, March 4th at
Dunkirk. Its text will be laid before
the House as soon as possible there-
after”.

“I am sure the House will share

Government at the successful out-
come of these negotiations, . and
that 1t will warmly welcome this
re-affirmation of the close bonds
of friendship between this country
and France.”

Mr. Bden, Deputy Leader of the
Opposition, warmly welcoming Mr,
Bevin's statement, congratulated
him on his part in these negotiat-
jons.

Negotiations were begun in London
shortly afterwards between the
Prench Ambassador, M. Massigh,
and Sir Oliver Harvey, Deputy
Under Secretary of State in the
Foreign Office.

Now the signature of the
Alliance gives a crowning concrete
expression to the common aims of
two peoples wcrld-wide . common
interests and united in domocratic
policies and a  detsrmination to
maintain peace. Mr. Bevin stated
in the Commons on February 27th,
that the Dominiéms Governments
had kept fully informed about the
negotiations with the French
Government, and that the US.A.
and Russian Governments had
been told of the United Kingdom
Government's intentions.
