The Sun Is credibably in-
formed that dealers are offering 45c
per pound for the Island wool, that is
easily worth 65c per pound. A straight
grab of 20c per pound.
Of course, this extreme way of stat-
ing it is not, entirely fair to the deal-
ers:. it must not be forgotten that the
well-graded and classified wool is
worth more to a woolen manufacturer
than an heterogeneous mass that must
still be graded, and the true quality of
which is hard to estimate.

‘RE WIRE WHEELS STRONGER?
J. S. M. asks: *“+Are wheels with
Wire spokes stronger than those with
wood spokesy Which last longer
SAnswer: There stil] exists some
difference of opinfon upon this point,’
but it is pretty ‘generally considered:
that, for the same weight, wire
whbels are the stronger. In practics
there is very" little trouble from the
breakage of either kind of - wheel,
except in accidents. When an acci-
dent‘ does occur it is usually found
that'a woord whee] is actually broken,
so that it cannot safely be used, but
with a wire wheel it often happens
that, while it may be badly distorted
enough of the spokes . remain un-
broken so that it can he used tem-
porarily, after slight Trepairs have’
been 1ade. ' Assuring that both
kinds of wheels are kept thoroughly,
painted and thus protected from the
weather, there is no practical differ-
ence in .their life, but if they are
neglected, it seems that the wire
wheel suffers more rapidy detoria- .
tion. . Repairs of'wire wheels are
usually , cheaper than those of wood
wheels.

TROUBLE IN GEAR SHIFTING

A. F. asxs: Why do the gears of
my 1914-car shift so hard? The
gears seem in first class condition
and the cone-clutch appears to be in
good order.

AnSwer: If it is merely  that the
operation of sliding the gears from
one position to another is difficult,
quite likely it is caused by lack of
lubrication of the shifting mechan-
ism. If you have the gearbox packed
with hard grease, it sometimes hap
pens that this collects around the
outside of the case and leaves the
working parts almost dry.. If your
trouble is that the gears cannot be
brought into mesh without a great
deal of clashing, the trouble prob-[~
ably is that the clutch does not fully
release and keeps the gears spinning
or that the clutch brake, if one I8
uged, does not stop the spinning ot
the clutch and gears as it ought to
do. With the clutch and gears ex-
posed to view and the lever in neu-
tral, watch how the parts act, when
the engink is running. If the clutch
cone and gears keep on running, per-
gistently, when the pedal is away for-
ward, you will have to do something
to stop this or clashing will result
