Biggest Sale Ever Recorded

in America. Over $550

an Acre Realized by Farmers.

(Special to The Guardian.)

LEAMINGTON, Oct 21.—Possibly
the highest sale of leaf tobacco ever
vecorded on the North American Cou-
tinent was realized by a hundred or
more growers of Virginia. Bright to-
bacco in the Leamington district yes-
terday, when Mr. F. R. Gregory, mau-
ager of the Imperial Tobacco Com-

pany purchased their crops. The fol-
lowing is a list of the first 26 grow-
ers whose crops were bought. It will
be seen that 398 acres of tobacco
brought to the producers $226,690 or
an average of $554.50 per acre in
round figures about 400,000 pounds,
the average price per pound being
58 8-10 cents.
