isfactory

However, alter due coasideration
South won the first trick in  his|
own hand, leaving the ~lnb ace'in
dummy. He tren cashed the spade
ace and saw the distribution of
Trumps. Now he shrewdiy conclud-
ed that it m.ght e dangerous to
try for a clup ruff, and nhe decided
that he would first test cut a safer
line of play, He cashed the diamond
ace and led to the king, then dis-
cared a diatnond, on the heart king.
His next move was to ruff a dia-
mond, and when both opponents
followed suit to this round, the
need fo: a clup ruff had vanished.
South merely extracted all of East's
trumps, led to the club ace, and
the Theart
ace and the :ast club on dummy’s
fourth diamoad.

It should be observed that the
only risk declarer ran through the
plan he aduptea was that the second
lead of diamounds would te ruffed,
and this was & substantially smal-
ler risk than leading three rounds
of clubs If. the diamonds had not
broken 3-3, South then could have
fallen -back on a club ruff as the
final hope.
