OTTAWA, Dec. 18 —(CP) —The
sale of half-turkeys could prove
a boom to many small family this
Ohristmas. There never seems 0
be a sufficient supply of small tyr-
keys to meet the demand, and tie
thrifty homemaker who must pre-
pare a holiday meal for only three
or four naturally hesitates whes
it comes to buying a 20-pound bird.

If at first thought the price per
pound for these turkey portions
seems out of line, home economists
of the consumer section, Dominion
department / of .~ agriculture, point
out that when buying a whole tur-
key the housewife also is paying
for head, feet, and entrails, whic:
may amount anywhere from 20 io
25 rasrcent of the tota] weight.

The experts also say that a well
cooked half turkey tastes just as
good as a whole turkey, and is 1
more difficult to carve.

When cooking a Talf turkey,
skewer the skin down to the
_breastbone, tie the leg to tie tau
and rub the cavity with salt. When
making the dressing allow approxi-
mately three-quarters of a cup fo
each pound of turkey and mound
it on a piece of parchment paper.
