Burns, who was the next brakeman
from the rear noticed that the
train remained on track three
and then he saw Rattenbury’s body
under the train. He immediately
signalled a stop and called the R.

Police
and medical aid arrived in aboutl
five minutes. The doctor said that
the deceased was alive when he
reached the scene but died with-
in a few minutes. He said death
was caused by shock due to injur-
