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Reconstruction Committees

One of the planks in the Jones Government
platform was to establish a Ministry of Recon-
struction and a non-partisan committee to‘WOK_‘k
in conjunction therewith, It is to be hoped it will
be as prompt in implementing this pledge as the
Drew Government has been in Ontario, whml)se
policy for revitalizing Ontario agric_ulture in-
cludes the provision of county advisory com-
mittees. These committees are already being set
up, and without regard to party politics. Hc.:adcd
and manned by leading practical farmers, it is ex-
pected that they will have good results in boost-
ing agriculture production. The personnel has
been selected, not by the Government, but by
the farmers themselves from among their own
number, and neither Government nor Legisla-
ture is represented on it. o

The necessity for establishing such provincial
organizations is explained in an editorial in the
current issue of the Financial Post, in which the
Drew policy is warmly indorsed.

“Hitherto,” says the Post, “most of our or-
ganization has been at the top. There has been
little machinery either for carrying netional plans
down to the man on the land or for taking the

latter’s problems up to the head of the line.  As
a result there has  been both delay and con-
fusion.”

Two striking examples are cited in this con-
nection: “IFor many months after Ottawa was
aware of the need for certain war foods by Great
Britain, the man on the land was in the dark as
to what was actually required of him. And, con-
versely, Ottawa apparently did not seem to L‘_e
aware of the grave farm labour shortage until
long after the country had been stripped bare of
its voung and experienced help.” )

Premier Joncs can bear testimony to the truth
of the latter statement, since his own efforts to
obtain farmylabour on reasonable terms through
the federal department met with ill success.

If the appointment of provincial departments
and committees on reconstruction will help mat-
ters, no time should be lost in getting them under
way. But the “non-partisan” nature of the ap-
pointments is most essential to success, and our
people will expect rigid observance of this as-
surance from Premier Jones and his colleagues.

Man power Muddle

The Legionary, official organ of the Canadian
Legion, is severely critical of the Defense De-
partment’s decision to disband the 7th and 8th
Divisions and partly disband the 6th Division. <-

Few informed people, it says, will disagree
with the Government's conclusion that the Divi-
sions are no longer needed for the immediate
defence of Canadian soil, but to actually demob-
ilize at this stage of the war thousands of ac-
tion-less soldiers, trained at great expense to
the country, is nothing less than a slap in the
face to our men overseas. The extraordinary
decision must also be puzzling, to say the least,
to our Allies, coming as it does at a moment
when it has become quite evident that the firec-
est fighting and the heaviest casualties of this
war still lie ahead in Europe, not to mention
what may be in store for us before Japan is de-
feated.

What makes Colonel Ralston’s announcement
all the more preposterous is the fact that only
a few weeks ago his colleague, Major Power,
warned the people of the Dominion that the
British Commonwealth Air Training Plan would
have to be seriously curtailed unless many more
men were enlisted at once. Surely it is a ridicul-
ous situation when one dav the Air Minister
broadcasts that thousands of men are urgently
needed by the Wir Force, and the next dav the
Army Minister announces that thousands of men
are being discharged from the army and sent
back to civilian employment.

Under a properly organized plan of National
Selective Service, the Legionary contends, a
contradiction such as this would be impossible,
It quotes Mr. Aiex. Walker, the Legion Presi-
dent: “It is not in any spirit of smug, self-satis-
fied criticism that I say that if our Government }

had only adopted the plan for Total War which
the Legion advocated well over three years ago,
and which, under really inspirational leader-
ship from all our national and provincial lead-
ers our people would undoubtedly have accepted
as did the British and American people, our Do-
minion’s war effort would not be handicapped
as it is today by a terrible manpower muddle.”
