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Premier Jones Take Over

. Congratulations have alrecady been tendered
in these columns to the new Premier, Hon.
J. Walter Jones. Mr. Jones’ career is one of note-
worthy achievement in academic and agricultur-
al fields, reflecting credit not only upon himself
but on his community and province. As a po-
litical leader, the new Premier has yet to show
his ability, but he starts with the advantage of a
first-class educational background and consid-
erable experience in governmental matters at
home and abroad.

Of course, it is doubtful if any combination
of qualities on the part-of any leader could win
a Liberal victory in this Province at the next
election.  The means by which the last one was
achicved are still too fresh in mind. But
Premier Jones need not be unduly depressed
on this account.  There is much to be said for
the advantage, to a new leader, of a few years
spent in Opposition. Premier Campbell used
to dwell quite effectively on this theme, recall-
ing his own defeat in his first election cam-
paign, and his early valuable experience in the
House as an Opposition member,

The new government, as anticipated, repre-
sents a considerable realignment.  St, Peter’s
District, which formerly had two members in
the cabinet, now has none, Hon. Mr. Cox, re-
cently appointed Minister of Public Works, hav-
ing been shelved in favonr of Mr. George Bar-
bour, provincial head of the Wartime Prices and
Trade Board. Hon. Mr. Dennis, Minister of
Agriculture since 1936, and the most seasoned
veteran in the House, has been replaced by Pre-
mier Jones, who also takes over the portfolio of
Education. Hon. Mr, Wright, formerly Pre-
sident of the Council, has been demoted to non-
portfollo rank, his post being taken by the former
Speaker, Hon. W, F. A. Stewart. Hon. Mr.
McGuigan remains Attorney General, and Mr.
A. W. Matheson, another lawyer, has been
taken in as a non-portfolio member . Mr. Wil-
liam Hughes, a close associate of Mr. Jones’ in
the days when they, Mr. Barbour, and Mr.
Stewart constituted a sort of unofficial opposi-
tion in the first Campbell Government, now
takes over as Provincial Secretary Treasurer
and Minister of Public Welfare. Hon. Messrs.
J. A. Campbell and Marn Gallant remain as
government members without portfolio.

Until the voice of the electors can be heard,
it is but fitting to wish the new government
every success in the discharge of its responsible
duties.  Fitting, also, to extend condolences to
the stalwarts who have been ousted from their
offices and emoluments. They may well feel like
saying to Premier Jones in the words of the old
nursery rhyme:

“"Twas all very well to dissemble your love;

But why did you kick us downstairs?”

Empire Youth Sunday

Empire Youth Sunday, which annually is be-
ing more widely observed should be recognized
by Canadian Boy Scouts, says the Scout Leader.
Youth Sunday this year falls on May 16th, and
should provide a splendid opportunity for Scout
Groups to hold special church parades, or to co-.
operate with other youth groups observing the
day. The Youth Sunday Committee operates
under the distinguished patronage of His Ma-
jesty the King, and the Committee membership
carries the names of many very distinguished
British citizens and churchmen. The focal ser-
vice on Empire Youth Sunday will be held in
Westminster Abbey in London, and will be
broadcast throughout the Empire. The broad-
cast should be heard in Canada about 3.30 p.m.
Eastern Daylight Time. In previous years the
speakers at these services have been a young air-
man and a voung naval officer. No doubt re-
cognition will be given to Youth Sunday in
churches of all denominations, and Scout Groups
should join with other groups in the community
in this important observance.

Who Pays?

Most anybody would admit that Britain's

Eighth Army in Tunisia is fighting for Canada
as much as for Britain. Yet we wonder, says
the Ottawa Journal, what Canadians would
think if Britain were to bill them for their share
of the cost of the Eighth Army? That is precise-
ly what some Canadians—happily only a very
few—want Canada to do to Britain with respect
to munitions this country may have supplied the
Eighth Army. They want us to say to Britain:
“We supplied your Eighth Army with so many
trucks and guns and tanks ; this is what you owe
us.”
It seems all but incredible that there should
be people who, the meaning of this war before
them, should think and talk that way. Yet there
they are. They apparently look upon this war as
a sort of gigantic bookkeeping transaction, with
all the United Nations keeping ledgers, and with
each in the end summing it all up in dollars and
cents and saying: “This is what is owing me.”

To such minds, it doesn’t matter who pays
what in blood. Their test of sacrifjcg is money.
Or what they think is money. Britain may be
hombed with barbarous cruelty, China may be
massacred. Russia may pour out blood like

water. Norway, Denmark, B'elgium. Poland,
France, Greece may run red with murder. No
matter. Canada, which has escaped all these
horrors, must be paid for her munitions. God
help us!

Not many Canadians have thought the
things. It is pitiful that they should be thought
of by a few. And it is shameful that some df
these should today be sitting in the Parliament
of Canada.

Sir,— For several days the Char-
lottetown press had an article under
the heading “Hog Grading Com-
parisons” which showed that the
percentage of hogs delivered to the
Charlottetown plant one _ week,
graded 36 A's to the 100, and those
sent to Moncton the same week
graded 48.8 percent and the farm-
ers were asked to do a little pen-
cil work, but were not told what
percentage of these were, brood sows
or underweight hogs, that were
shipped to either places that week.
But one might take it to mean
that if the hogs that were shipped
to Charlottetown had been sent to
Moncton the producers would have
got more money. The writer will
give another comparison. At a
public meeting held at Bradalbane
called by the Marketing Board Sec-
retary the marketing of hogs was
under consideration, one of the
speakers showed the returns for ‘wo
hogs that he fed. They were from
the same litter, pure bred York-
shires of the bacon type, fed at
the same trough from start to Iin-
ish, they were so much alike in
sizep snape, color, the same sex,
that they could not be told apart
They were weighed before feeding
one morning of the week they were
shipped, and weighed exactly ‘he
same, They were shipped the same
week, one went to Charlottetown
and the other to the Marketing
Board anc went to Moncton, The
returns showed that they both were
killed the day following the day
they were shipped. Davis & Frasers
returns gave, weight 175 lbs, grade
BIW (Bacon grade but overweight).
The Marketing Board returns gave
weight 160 Ibs, grade BIT (short,
thick, undesirable type). There was
a differance of $2.61 more for the
hog that was shippec' to Charlotte-
town. 9 percent differance in the
weight, Mr. Gillies was asked. what
was done with that 15 lbs of hog
meat, he made no explanation. The
speaker told the meeting that he
called at the Marketing Board
office and asked to see the returns
from Moncton showing the weight
and grade of hogs he shipped anc
was _told by the Secretary that he
would show hitn nothing. Yes farm-
ers figure carefully, study your
business.
