to apply for homes. A commuissioner
would be appointed for seven vears '
at $7.500 a year to make advance ior
homeseekers who would be empower-
ed to acquire land and build nouses. |
Applicants would be ‘required to pay
interest ‘at five per cent.

The minister, illustrating the wors-
ing of the scheme, said that on a
$3,000 house there would be a pay-
ment of $3.35 weekly on 37 years
terms and of $4.00 a week on 26 years !
terms. On a $2.500 house on 20 years
terms the weekly payment would be
$3.75.
