AFRICA

INlustrated Lecture At
.St. Paul’'s Parish
Hall By Rev. A. W.
Banfield of British

And Foreign Bihlc,

Society.

“Across Wildest Africa,” was the
title of a descriptive lecture deliver-
ed in St. Paul's Parish Hall by Rev.
A. W. Banfield under Bible Society
Auspices last night. He has some
of the finest pictures that have ev-
er been seen on the screen in Char-
lcttetown and they were seen to per-
fection at last night’s meeting

As the agent of the British and
Foreign Bible Society in West Africa,
Mr. Banfield has had supervision of
a territory with 300 miles of coast
line and reaching far into the inter-
for. In this territory there is a pop-
ulation of fifty million people.

The lecturer took his audience by
a soenic picture into the great Congo
River, those brown waters flow 200
miles into the ocean before they are
lost in its vastness. A thousand miles
inland the Congo is at one place
fourteen miles wide. The audience
saw a multitude of naked savages,
but throngs of people responding to
Christianity and culture learning
quickly all that the white man has
to teach them in the arts and scienc-
es, cultivating the land producing
crops for world consumption. Peanuts
annually, to the extent of five hun-
dred thousand tons, hundreds of
thousands of gallons of palmoil, four
fifth's of the world's coca ete, indef-
initely.

The division of work in Africa be-
tween men and women differs from
our own., In Africa the man. Is the
dress.- maker while the woman chops
the wood and carries the watcr. Mar-
riage consists simply in the payment
of dowry by the husband, Divorce is
effected hastily by the command to
“go” but the man who divorces his
wife forfeits the dowry mouey. Crime
is reduced to a minimum by the sev-
erity with which punishments aré
meted out. Cannibalism is practical-
ly unknown except in the practice of
certain heathen religious rites.

Mr. Banfield has recently complet-
ed the translation of the whole Bible

{into the Nubian language. On his

first voyage out he was warned by
the doctor as least able of all his
company to endure the African cli-
mate, Eighteen months later he a-
lone of his party was left. On anoth-
er occasion he lay at death's doors,
fifteen days distance from the near-
est doctor.

The salvage of human life by the
missionary is in Mr. Banfield's opin-
