No
one with any knowledge of present-
day aeronautics would deny that a
score of types of slow, safe, heavy
weight carrying aeroplanes could be
produced in three months’ time were
the demands of war to cease.

But even before the aergplane
trapsport—the motor-lorry or van of
the air—arrives the sporting aero
plane will be here. Just as the rac
ing motorgar wig , the rich man’s
sport in 1914, so the sporting aero-
plane will be his sport within eight-
een months of the end of the war;
and the pioneers of this fad of the
future will make even bigger profits
than were ever made by the pioneers

of the motor-car indutsry, says the
London Daily Mail,

Childrén of the working classes
so often suffer because they do not
get enough sleep. How often we see
them, tiny tots, white-faced heavy-
eyed, listless, trudging to school—of-
ten late through having been kept up
till 10 and 11 o'clock at night. When
are mothers going to learn the wis-
dom of putting their babies to bed
early? hese schools are for child-
ren of two and a half or three yea.s,
to five, when they will be compelled
to attend the ordinary schools. For
mothers who work in munition fac-
tories, or any other necessary occu-
pation occasioned by conditions of the
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war, it is a real boon to have such a
school where she feels her child is as
well cared for as at home, and in
many cases very much better. Girls
entering colleges for training in nurs-
ery schoole will usually put in a two
vears’ course. They will not only
learn how to teach the children, but
to make all such small garments as
the little ones need, detect signs of
{ll-health, faulty nutrition, or latent
disease. The course also includes
cookery leseons, in which the most
suitable foods for young children are
studied and preparéd.

This course of instruction must
prove mnot only interesting, but. valu-
able to any girl, whether or not she
devotes her life to teaching. So many
girls marry with no knowledge of the
management of children, or any idea
how to treat the diseasés of child-
