Grading And
Inspection Of
Export Poultry

Live Stock and Poultry Stock Pro-
ducts Act affecting the grading and

been approved by the Governor in
Council, and will become effective
as soon as they have been published
twice in the Canadian Gazette. The
original regulations under the act
passed in 1928 have been. changed

for export.

In addition to being inspected at
point of shipment as to grading
and packing, very definite regula-
tions have been formulated regard-
ing the marketing of containers, and
the tagging of each individual bird
with its class and grade. Boxes con-
taining dressed poultry for export
or any for which inspection is re-
quested must be legibly stencilled
on one end in block letters not less
than three-quarters of an inch in
height, to show in the upper left
corner the number of birds in the
box: in the lower left corner the
word ‘tagged’ if all the birds in the
box are tagged, also the gross
weight; in the lower right corner
the net weight; and in the centre
the kind and sub-kind on the first
line and the class and grade on the

Canadian dressed poultry.
