Town Is Completely Swept Away Ex-
cept For Church and Hospital

BRUSSELS FEARS SAME FATE

Capital Completely Mined and May be
Blown Up—Another Bomb Outrage

LONDON, Sept. 22.—Reuter’s An-
twerp correspondent says that another
German aeroplane dropped a projec-
ticle in Antwerp yesterday and that a
man in the street was severely wound-
ed in the shoulder. The .nature of
the projecticle was not ascertained, ac-
cording to the correspondent.
Reuter's Antwerp correspondent,
telegraphing on Friday, says: “The
Germans today completed the destruc-
tion of the town of Termonde (Den-
dermonde), sixteen miles southeast of
Ghent. The communal offices were
bombarded and are in ruins. The
church still stands though its tower is
damaged. The hospital was more or
less spared, but all other public build-
ings and houses were destroyed.”

ANTWERP VERIFIES REPORT.
Special Leased Wire from United

ress.
ANTWERP, Sept. 22.—Official ad-
vices received here today tell of fur-
ther instances of German vandalism
in the complete destruction of Ter-
monde (Dendermonde.) Only a church
and a hospital remain in the city,
these reports say, and they are dam-
aged. The iermans applied the
torch to the buildings, which had been
badly damaged by the bombardment
and fanned by a strong wind the fire
swept through the town.
With sardonic humor the Germans
carefully removed the town's fire en-
gines before burning the city hall and
took them outside of the village. Af-
terwards they carefully replaced them
