Surplus of Thirty-four
Millions Claimed by
Hon. J. A. Robb.

(From oun Own Correspondent)

OTTAWA, Ont, Feb, 17.—Some
suspicions have beenaroused by the
reply of the Prime Minister to the
leader of the opposition regarding
the Duncan report. He sald it was
the intentfon of the government to
follow the conclusion of the budget
debate with a pronouncement with
respect to the report of the com-
mission - on the Maritime claims.
After the budget is finished .there
may be a disposition to close up as
soon as possible so as to prepare as
for the “Diamond Jubllee" ete. This
matter is worth watching.

Prince Edward Island's share of
the appropriations set forth in the
estimates seems to amount to two
hundred and one thousand six hun-
dred «dollars of which the amaunt of
twenty-eight thousand six hundred
is a revote.

Hon, Mr. Robb, Minister ot Fin-
ance, d his budget gpeect
at half past three thig afternoon,
and finished at four o’clock, He
simply read his statement of figur-
es regarding the financial oper-
ations of the government, He claim
ed an estimated surplus of revenu-
es over expenditure for tha fiscal
year ending March thirty-first next
of thirty-four miilicn two hundred
thousand dollars, and 2 not reduc-
tion of ‘public debt of thirty omne
millions, three hundred thousand
dollers, The estimated ruvenues for
the year he placed at three hundred
and ninety four million eight hand-
red and seventy thousand dollars.
He also cleimed a great reduction
in taxation. 5

Hon. Mr, Bennett, fonmer finance
minister, followed in & marvellous:
ly able and eloquent &peech. He
criticized most trenchantly the fin-
ance minister's financial state-
ments. Referring to the minister's
statements regarding the reduction
of taxation he submitted figures to
show taxation had been increased
for the year over fifteen million
dollars.

Discussing the minister's procla-
mation of mational prosperity. Mr.
Bennett pointed out whatever pros-
perity prevailed the last year was
due to our immense crops and the
export of wheat and grain to other
countries. It was a false fiscal poli-
cy to send out of the country so
much of our pulpwood and other
natural resources. The money we
recelve for these raw materials we
send away to the United States and
other foreign countries for manu-
factured goods we should make at
home from our own raw materials.
This certainly was a sulcidal pollcy

Mr. Bennett dealt most exhaust-
ively with the great fiscal and other
transactions affecting the country
and pointed out how unfavorable
to us werg almost all the trade
treaties we had made with other
countries, Mr, Bennett spoke for an
hour and a half, held the closest
attention of the house and conclud-
ed amid a storm of applause.

8. Bureau of Agricultural
Bconomics issue a ‘warning apainst
overplanting potatoes in 1927. The
warning reads as follows:

The outlook report tssued by the
Bureau of Agricultural Economics
a short time ago warns against
heavy increases in acreage for the
coming planting season for practi-
cally all of the major crops. Plaht-
ers of potatoes are cautioned
against the damger of producing
another such crop as the one of
1924, which the apparent proposed
increase in plantings might make
possibie. The following para:
graph from the “Weekly Review”
of Fruits and Vegetables” of Feb.
1, cites the reason for this warn-

After the relatively limited pot-
ato acreage of the past few years
and after th short crops and fav-
orable prices of 1925 and
there seems to he some damger of
overplanting thig season. Barly
reports from many sections indi-
cate a possible increase of 13 per
cent in the 1927 potato acreage.
With average ylald of 112 bushels
per acre, such an increase of plant-
ings would result in a 400,000,000
bushel crop, or only 21,000,000 less
than the huge production in 1924,
and growers doubtless would re-
ceive low prices. The disastrous
geason of 1924-26 should be & warn.
ing against any increase of acre-
age as great as 13 per cent. After
the heavy production and poor re-
turns of that seasom, plantings
were reduced in 1925 tp the lowest
total in more than 20 years. Since
1926, the tendency ‘has been to in-
crease the potato acreage annually
and bring it back to normal. The
decrease in 1926 and the increase
last year were poticeable in both
the early and late States. Pro-
duction also followed this trend
in both the South and the North.
In other words, after a short-crop
year, heavier plantings in the early:
shipping sections seems to be a
sure .ndication of proportionately
larger ‘acreage '‘throughout the
North or maincrop States. This
coincidence in the actions of grow-
ers in the two séctions of the
country leads to the feeling that
matters may be overdone this
year..
