Reports Italy
Has Surplus
0f Workers

ROME, Oct. 19—(AP)—To bal-

ance her present economy. Italy
needs to get rid of some 2,000,000
workers.

Pmigration is the only answer
which many officials can see. Bm-
igration to where is the big ques-
tion. That was the force which
drove Mussolinl into his great
and disastrous colonization pro-
gram, and which now motivates
much of Italian poliey. '

It is & problem which hangs

some if not all of their African
colonies,

This over-supply of labor does
two things. Under the Itallan sys-
ter, industry, while still short of
raw materials, is required to over-
hire in order to avold unemploy-
ment, thereby increasing prices
And the demand for goods by thie
unproductive workers with money
has a similar effect.

Compared with the western hem-
isphere and the®rest of Europe
prices in Italy seem fairly reason-
sble. Beef is 1 a pound in Rome,
lambh 50 cents, ham $1.25, fish 50
' cents, egge 80 cents a dozen. but-
tor 81 & pound, votatoes two cents
a pound, milk 17 cents a quart,
bread seven cents a pound and

12 cents for a dry pound. And
there is plenty. .

$16. A woman’s first quelity silk
dress costs about ¢85, and &
pretty good man's sult $85.
Under long-standing price eon-
trols, an apartment which would
rent for $50 to $1560 monthly in
North Africa goes to an Itallan
for from $3 to $12. i
But the prices have to be con-
sidered in connection with the
Ttalian's ability to pay. If he has
$30 a month he is doing’ very ‘well,
The median is about $40, one-
quarter of what it is In Canada
and the United States.
Italy either has to put her non-
productive labor to productive
work or get rid of it. To Itallan
ofticials, getting rid of it is the
first answer, although they are
also hoping to use part of it on
public works projects. But the
labor surplus, Uke labor surpluses
everywhere, comprises the least
able workers. Neighboring coun-
tries who need labor don't wani
that type. A deal with Franoce 1
under way, but would be merely a
help, not a solution.
There is room in Italy for in-
dustrial development. Laws have
been passed to invite outside ecap-
ital. ‘The TItalians would welcome
the increased employment and
lower prices which go with mass
production methods.
But they sigh as they speak of
