Mr. W. M Lea, M. L. A, in the
cowrse of his excellent talk pefore
the Dairymen's Conventlon on Thurs-
day said it was necessary that a com-
munity have faith in dairying to get
satisfactory results. Many sections,
he sald, have no faith in the
industry and consider it a side
line. Cheese factory sections, he sald,
should be in reach of a creamery for
the season when the factory s not’
ruuning. The cry is met everywhere
that dairying' does not'pay.'l‘hg peopie
must be made interested in this sub-
Ject and men of ambition must take
it up. The people must he brought to
realize that dairying is our most pro.
fitable industry, It pays to feed dalry
cattle, Winter dairying and summer
dairying are different.”  Most of our
local dairying is of the latter king.

The speaker raised, pastured ang
milked in summer, nine cows which
had only grass and fed during the
winter. They consumed 15 to 16 acres
of fair pasture and brought returns
of $326. What else could you put on
that land, said Mr. Lea, which would
give the same returns, Better and
still better cows are needed. My poor-
est caw today, sald Mr. Lea, is better
than my best of ten years ago. Any
cow that will stand up to the record of
Perfecrmance test for a year will be
worth breeding. The age to breed de-
pends upon the means for developing.
animals. Good feeding s necessary
for calyes. Generally the heaviest
milkers are the cheapest producers.
Some heifers require a few years to
come to their hest. The largest cows
are the -economical producers. Tt is
not only necessary to feed irght, bui
weighing and testing must be done
centinually.  {f there was a proper
method of weighing and testing milk
ail over thig Province it would he a
great thing., It is impossible to have
i good herd without this in order ro
know what the cattle are going. Tt is
