The residence of the Spanish
bishop in Fukien was looted as
well as various Protestant church-
es and meeting places of Anglican
religious bodies.

PEKING, Jan. 21. -— Spanish
priests and nuns driven out of
Foochow by Chinese 'mobs which
looted their church premises Sun-
day, were insulted and threatened
by Chinese fanatics at Amoy, says
a despatch received from that city
yesterday.

When the steamship arrived at

Amoy enroute to Hong Kong from
Foochow, an angry crowd of Chin-
ese boarded and overran the ves-
sel. They attempted to intimidate
the crew and prevented the ves-
sel from proceeding.
