U.S. To Rem;in Neutral In
Italo-Ethiopian

(By Stanley P. Richardson As-

soclated Press Staff Writer)

WASHINGTON, Oct. 27—The
United States has reaffirmed - its
stand of independent  neutrality
toward the Italo-Ethiopian war,
while expressing “sympathetic in-
terest” in efforts by others to
bring a halt fo armed conflict. -

In a formal communication to
the League of Nations Saturday,
Secretary of State Hull gave this
reply . to an invitation to com-
ment upon the program of sanc-
tions against Italy and to outline
steps taken by the Washington
Government. '

Carefully, Hull refrained from
making any direct committments
on the League's efforts to hait the
African conflict through economic
pressure. In fact, the “interest”
expressed in halting war was s0
drafted as to apply to any or all
wars.

In substance, the United States
reply to the League's communi-
cation was a summarization of
steps taken by the Government,
under the neutrality law. To this
was added a reiteration of Am-
erica’s intention to remain un-
involved, and of its desire for an
early halting of hostilities.

Tn the lengthy note Hull sald:

“Realizing that war adversely
affects every country, that it may
seriously endanger the economic
welfare of each, causes untold
human misery, and even threat-
ens the existence of civilization,
the United States, in keeping with
the letter and spirit of the pacis
of Parls and other peace oblig-
ations, undertakes at all times to
not only exercise its moral in-
fluence in favor of peace through-
out the world, but to continue in
evéry practicable way within the
limitations of our foreign policy
to that end.

“It views with sympathetic in-
terest the individual or concerted
efforts of other nations to pre-
serve peace or to localize and
shorten the duration of war.”

Four countries have subscribed to
the mutual assistance project, de-
signed to eid countries which
might be hit economically by join-
ing in the enforcement of sanc-
tions.

Officials agreed time alone would
reveal the effectiveness of sanc-
tions, but many delegates thought
Mussolini  eventually would en-
counter terrific difficulties.

All members of the League have
been requested to inform Geneva
tomorrow as to the latest date on
which they believe they can apply
economic sanctions,

At the same time renewed atten-
tion was being given to a study of
the means of removing the causes

Chambermaid Is
Shot Dead

(CP. By Guardian’s Specal Wire)
MONTREAL, Oct. 27—Angered al
a chambermaid’s refusal to enter
his room, a man who registered at
the St. Louis Holel as George Bus-
sins, shot tha2 girl dead today and
then killod himself with the same
revolver, according to police re-
construction of the dual killing.

The dead girl is Blanche Russy,
17. She came from Quebec four
months ago. She was struck twice
in the chest and died within a few
minutes. The man is unknown to
police and hotel officials. He reg-
istered as George Bussins but fur-
nished no address. He was between
35 and 40.

A few minutes before the hotel
was thrown into an uproar by the
volley of shots, Stanislas Laniel, an
employee, saw M'ss Roussy in the
corridor not far f.om the door of
the room allocated to Bussins. Lan-
fel had barely, reached the main
floor when he heard four shots in
quick succession.

He ran upstrais and found the
girl on the corridor floor just out-
gide Bussing' room, and Bussins
himself dead on the floor of the
room near the bed. A 32 calibre
revolver was beside him, There were
no signs of struggle. These facts
gave rise to the police theory Bus-
sins had tried to induce the girl
to come into his room. On her re-
fusal to do so he apparently went
berserk.
