HOG BONUS — The recently
announced federal bonus of $3.00
on Grade A hogs, and $200 on
Grade Bl hogs applies to hogs
slaughtered at both Maritime pack-
ing plants under inspection, one
at Charlottetown and one at Monc-
ton.

$4.00 on Grade A hogs, or an act-
ual increase in price of 2 cents a
pound on the top grade.
