West's pass to the two-club dou-
bles was remarkable, but he parti-
ally redeemed himself by making
a good opening lead, the spade
Jack. Dummy ducked, and West
continued the suit, East winning
with the queen. East now laid
down the heart king, but when
West played the deuce, he shifted
back to the spade ace. Declarer
ruffed, then lald down the king
and ace of clubs, dropping the
queen—a fortunate guess. He then
led the heart seven toward his
own queen.

East put up the heart ace, but
when he saw the queen' fall, he
became panicky at the thought
tlat declarer would be able to dis-
card on the established jack of
hearts, and, hoping against hope
that West had the diamond king,
East led the jack. This was won
in dummy with e queen, and
now declarer could make another
diamond trick by leading toward
his own king. The doubled con-
tract was fulfilled.

If East had taken the pains to
count, he would have known that
South had started with exactly
two spades and five clubs. Assum-
ing that South’s play of the heart
queen under the ace was honest,
what' good would it do him to
get rid of one of his marked four
diamonds on the jack of hearts?
Obviously, no good at all! Thus,
East had only to exit with a
heart, giving dummy the trick, and
maintain his diamond position to
assure himself of two tricks in that
suit.
