LONDON, Oct. 3— (CP)—Testi-
mony by the United States naval
attache, Captain Alan G. Kirk, that
he attended a regular Sunday re-
liglous service aboard the Ark
Royal yesterday was offered by
Great Britain tonight as refuta-
tion of Geerman assertions the alr-
craft carrier had been badly dam-
aged during a North Sea air raid
last weelk.

The ministry of information is-
sued a statement saylng “the gist
of a report sent to the Navy De-
partment of the U.S.A. by the
United States Naval attache in
London read:—

“During the week-end United
States naval attache in London,
Captain Alan G. Kirk, U.S.A, made
a customary officlal call on the
Commander-In-Chief of the Brit-
ish home fleet. Acmiral Sir Charles
Foroes, K.C.B, D.S.D.

“On Sunday Captain Kirk was
vresent at the regular church serv-
ice on board the Ark Royal and
observed units of the fleet

in anv particular by the German
air attack on last Tuesdav, Sept.
