LONDON, Eng, June 20—Lord
Rosebery recently offered to the
Italian nation the: property at Po-
‘sillipo, near Naples, which he in-
herited from his  father, who
bought it in 1897. The offer, which
was made in a letter sent to~ the
British Ambassador in Rone, has
been accepted by Signor Mussolini,
who, in an autographed reply .to
Lord Rosebery, declsres that the
gift, which is cordially  accepted,
will have the moit favorable effect
in Italy, and trat the property will
continue to be called after Lord
Rosebery as & compliment to his
distinguisked father.

The poperty, which is of excep-
