The Minister of
the colonies gave outl a statement to-
day announcing further victories as
follows: French forces on the East
and Southeast Kameruns are continu-
ing a vigorous offensive in the direc-
tion of Haunde, the capital of thg
Colony. German troops were defeat-
ed in a series of engagements and are
'retreuting in great disorder. Many
German troops surrendered with their
'p.rms and other equipment.

Our right column coming from the
North atiacked on July 23-26 the
strongly fortified positions at Dume
Station simultaneously with an at
tack from our Southern column. The
Germans were defeated completely.
They abandoned their positions and
in the retreat threw most of . their
supplies into the river.

Five German
military aeroplanes flew inside the
Swiss frontier, opposite the French
town of Delle, Although under fire
from the French artillery, the aero-
planes returned back. One was dam-
aged and came down near the Swiss
village of Buix, but afterwards took

CAMPGN OPENED
I THRD QUEES

The campaign opened in the Third
District of Queens with a meeting in
Winsloe Hall last night. There was a
large attendance, presided over by Mr
Charles Bryenton. The candidates,
Messrs Feehan, Wood, Chandler and
McDonald, delivered short addresses,
in which the former reviewed the work
of the Mathieson Government, while
the latter criticised the administration,
dealing principally with the Automo-
bile Act. But as the Government
candidates were also opposed to the
measure, the Liberals did not make
much impression by their denuncia-
tions.

Mr Alex. Martin, ex-M.P, next de-
livered a vigorous address, in which
he showed clearly and conclusivelv
the magnificent service rendered to
the province by the Mathieson Govern-
ment and the Conservative members
in the Dominion House by obtaining
an annual subsidy of $100,000 for all
time; and in preventing the reduction
of our representation below the mini-
mum of four. :

Ex-Premier Palmer followed and en-
deavoured to prove that there was no
surplus at the end of 1914, but his
arguments did not meet with much
appreciation, and when Mr Feehan
later showed by the interest paid in
1911 and 1914 that the Mathieson
Government’s figures were right and
Mr Palmer wrong, the meeting round-
ly applauded him.

Mr Donald Nicholson, M.P., said Mr
Palmer should be the last man to
question the improvement in the
finances, for he was the Iist Liberal
Premier, and in the two months after
the close of his last financial year he
incurred a debt of $168,000, or that was
the amount of unpald debt which he
carried over into the year 1912. The
Liberals had so little appreciation for
Mr Palmer’s services as Premier that
they deposed him from leadership and
had elected Mr Rogers in his ylace.

Mr Peter Brodie dilated at some
length on the automobile question and
oyster leases, and Mr Donald McKin-
non in reply showed that Winsloe or
no other school district would be open
for automobiles unless they wanted
them by a vote of 75 per cent. of the
electors. As to the oyster leases that
was a question that Liberals had every
reason to be silent upon, for it was the
Liberal Premier who introduced a
motion in the Legislature to hand over
the oyster areags to the Dominion
Government to let them do what they
liked with them, Mr Mathieson had
30 vigorously opposed the resolution
:.hat the Liberals had been compelled
-0 withdraw the resolution. Since
coming into power Mr Mathieson had
obtained these oyster areas for the
province, and his policy for develop-
ng them would result in enormous
Increase to the revenues of the pro-
vince. (Applause.) Mr McKinnon
proceeded to show that the Govern-
ment's educational policy had had the
“esult of improving the attendance at
school, improving the quality of educa-
tion, and improving the salaries of the
teacers.

Mr Hughes, liveryman, Charlotte-

SUMMARY
OF WAR
SITUATION

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, Sept. 1.—The minor fort-
ress of Lutsk, which with those of
Dubno and Rovno forms a fortified
triangle on Russian territory just
north of the Galician frontier, was
captured by the Austrians to-day, ac-
cording to an official report from
Vienna, It is in this direction that
the Austro-German offensive has been
most aggressive during the past few
days, the object being to separate the
Russian army which has been retreat-
ing through Pripet marshes from that
operating in Galicia, and which ),,-sterA
day inflicted, so the Russians claim,
rather severe defeat on the invaders.
The capture of Lutsk, however, «ds
likely to compel the Russians, despite
their victory, to evacuate that part of
Galicia still held by them, otherwise
their flank there will be seriously
threatened. Along the rest of the
front, except in the centre, where the
Austro-Germans continue to make
slow advance, the Russians appear to
be holding their own. They have thus
far prevented the Germans from cross-
ing the Dvina at Friedrichstadt, where
a battle has been in progress for
several days. They have arrested the
German offensive between that point
and the Gulf of Riga and are still
holding their ground between Zovno
and Vilna and before Grodno, although
the Germans have approached the
outer position of Grodno fortress. The
opinion of military writers here is that
the Russians now stand a good chance
of winning the race for time. Within
a few weeks the autumn rains will
begin, and it is pointed out that unless
they can succeed in gaining a decisive
result before that time the Austro-
Germans can hardly hope to smash
the Russian armies before, under cover
of the long winter, they are reformed
and re-equipped. At present the
Austro-Germans are straining every
nerve to win this decision, but they
have been greatly delayed. by the
intensity of the Russian counter-
attacks and the stubbornness with
which the Russian troops hold the
position protecting their retreating
comrades. The Russian losses, of
course, have been enormous. Accord-
ing to Berlin ‘the Russians have lost
1,000,000 in prisoners since May 2, the
date on which the drive in Western
Galicia commenced, while during
August alone the captures included
over quarter of a million ,men and
2,300 cannon. The Austro-German
losses have been heavy in Kkilled and
wounded, while the strain on the
troops is terrific. They still have
about 2,000,000 men on the eastern
front, 30,000 being in the Riga region,
more than 1,000,000 in the centre and
from 600,000 to 700,000 in Galicia.

For a week the French have been
pouring an avalanche of shells into
the German lines in the west. It is
not believed this ammunition would
be used simply for the purpose of
damaging the German trenches and
therefore a general offensive is looked
for.

Except from the Kameruns, where
the British and French report suc-
cesses over the Germans, there is no
news from other battle fronts.

TOWN OF HEA
NOW THREATENED

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, Sept. 1.—Germany’s plan
for driving three wedges into the Rus-
sian defensive lines is being carried
forward, but not with the same speed
that marked the sweep over Poland.
Riga is almost isolated and unless the
Russians soon throw heavy forces
against Von Hindenburg's exposed
flank, this port must fall into the hands
of the invaders, although this norther-
ly attack seems to have been checked
for the moment, the Russians have
been unable to develop a counter-
offensive in that region comparable
with their activities in East Galicia,
where on the River Strypa they have
not only turned at bay, but have in-
flicted large losses on their opponents.
