NEW HELICOPTER

LONDON, Jdn 3.t has become
known in air circles that a new and
strange form of helicopter or “dir-
ect-lift” air machine is being pre
pared in this country for an at-
tempt to win the £50,000 Air Min-
istry prize for a flying-machine of
this type which fulfills certain con-
ditions as to the height it attains
and the load it carries.

Curved surfaces, like sections of
aeroplane wings, mounted on met-
al arms revelving horizontally
round a central platform are, it is
known, to he driven at a great
speed in this iystery machine by
a 450 horse-power Napler “Lion’
engine, while in the later and larg-
er models a great Napier “Club”
motor, developing 1,000 hrrse-power
will be employed.
