Attention is called to an important letter
in todoy's Forum by Mr. H. K. S. Hemming, w!th
reference to the possibilities of western grains
being brought direct to Prince Edward Island
ond other Maritime Provinces from Port Chur-
chill via the Hudson Strait.. The fact that ships
con leave Churchill as late as November 15,
thus permitting a vessel to make as mony as
six return trips from Churchill to Charlettetown
each autumn, is something which is not gen-
erally known and which changes the .who.le pic-
ture, so far as the grain supply question is con-
cerned. ‘Mr. Hemming states that he has not
yet been able to obtain all the cost figures. '|t
is to be hoped that these will be disclosed with
as little delay as possible, and that the who|.e
matter will be gone into thoroughly and expedi-
tiously.

What Says The Statute?

When the’ Provincial Treasurer, Hon. Mr.
Hughes, declared in the Legislature last M.afch
that he could not agree with the Opposition
claim that the tax on liquor and tobacco should
be devoted to public health and not used as
general revenue, he was riding roughshgd over
the law of the land. The Act under whlgh this
tox I collected was passed in 1941 and is spe-
cifically entitled “An Act to Provide a Revenue
for the Public Health Services.” The preamble
reads: . .

"Whereas it is deemed advisable to raise a
revenue for the purpose of defraying _uddmonul
expenditure incurred in the pro_vi‘ncnal h_e_a!th
services and particularly in providing fugnllhes
for combating tuberculosis: therefore be it en-
acted,” etc. .

o Obviously, therefore, the Tubefcu_lops Lea-
gue is perfectly within its rights in insisting that
this money no longer go into general revenue, as
has been the case, but be used for the purpose
for which the tox was imposed. "

Moreover, Section 8 of the Act reads: Tl,e
tex shall be collected, accounted for and ?md

to the Minister by such persons, at such times

and in such manner as the regulations may pre-
scribe.”” The Minister referred to is the Min-
ister of Public Health.

Be it noted also that the tax is for the
purpose of defraying "additional” eipepdlture
in public health services. This does not include
the expense borne by the Department occasion-
ed through the transfer of Falconwood and the
Infirmary from the Public Works Department
to the Public Health Department; this is not
an additional expense, but only the accounting
transfer from one department to another. The
purpose of the Act is to raise revenue to pay
for additional services not therstofore provided
by our public health program. In particular, as
the preamble ‘states, is this money for tuber-
eulosis work. .

The phrasing of Section 8, providing that
the money shall be paid to the Health Min-
ister, is in direct contrast to that of statutes
whose main or sole object is revenue for general
purposes. For example, the corresponding sec-
tion of the Prohibition Act (167) dealing with
the fines and profits received from the sale of
liquor provides that all monies received or col-
lected “'shall be paid info an account in the
name of the Provincial Treasurer at such branch
of o chartered bank as the Provincial Treas-
urer may direct and shall form part of the con-
solidated revenue of the Province.” )

The distinction is clear. In one case the
money is to be paid to the Provincial Treasurer
and’ constitutes part of the ordinary revenue to
be used in the ordinary course of governmental
administration. In the other case the money fs
to be paid directly to the Minister of Public
Health, and kept separate and aport from the
funds which normally come into the ordinary
sevenue of the Provincial Treasurer. They are
funds ot the Health Minister's disposal to be
used in his department only. As a matter of
fact, however, the Public Accounts show that
the health tax has been prid to the Provincial
Treasurer, put into ordinary revgnue, and pre-
sumably sp=nt as the exigencies of government
or opportunity demandad.

This practice, now that it has been shown
to be absolutely contrary to the statute, will
surely not be defended as a matter of policy
by the Government. As we suggested the other
day, it is better for the Government to admit

It is now, however,
stated by reliable Western auth-
orities that ships can readily leave
Churchill up to November 15th,
thus permitting a vessel to make
six return trips from Churchill to
Charlottetown each autumn. More-
over, as their ships may be loaded
to the top deck with 300,000 bushels
of grain, a decided advantage is
gafned in freight rates over ships
sailing from Port Arthur for
Montreal, for the fatter can only
be partially loaded as they have to
pass through the 14 feet St. Law-
rence Canals. Naturally these ships
from Churchill would have to be
unlcaded very rapidly, which could
only be done with the best auto?

‘“Another Consumer’s” inability
to- grasp the purport of that state-
ment does not by any means alter
the fact. Fer instance, milk of 3
per cent butter fat content is 25
percent lower value than milk
showing 4 per cent, and on the
same basjs of reckoning, 4 per cent
milk is 33 1-3 per cent higher value
than 3 per cent milk. If that is not
s0, I am prepared to be authcrita-
tively corrected.

So far as the deplorable milk sit-
uation in Saint John, N.B. is con-
cerned, I am probably as poorly
advised on detail as he is, only with
this difference—I never presume to
discuss any matter with which I
am not familiar or know nothing
about. I will, hcwever, venture to
suggest, the present impasse in
Saint John is due to human nature
cutting loose with both sides hiss-
ing at each other, revenging and
taking revenge as the blcod boiled,
and now producers and consumers
are at each others throats inr deadly
combat with no sign of a let-up,
or give-in, on either side, and con-
sumers including babies, growing
children, invalids and certain aged
people are suffering as a result.
That is a situation we do not wish
to see hold sway in Charlottetown,
no matter how much it might thrill
a pervert, goading from the shad-
ows. :

The substitutes for milk, sug-
gested for use, while the conflict
was in progress—cheese, milk pow-
der, and condensed milk — are ex-
cellent supplementary articles of
food, but hardly a replacement for
that enervating, bodybuilding fluid
called “ccw's milk” purified and
refined and made safe through the
modern processing practices of
sterilization and pasteurization, At
any rate, from whence could we
draw our supply of cheese, milk
powder and condensed milk, if pro-
duction of whole milk was allowed
to become an extinct art.

AC. asks why I, having know-
ledge of such irregularities do not
report my information to the Milk
Board? Well, I'll be brief and to
the point and confess that so far
as I am concerned, I have no con-
fidence in the Milk Board as at
present constituted. The Board can
never fulfill with any degree of
satisfaction the purposes for which
it was originally created just so
long as one-third of itsy personnel
is s0 obviously blased against the
hard working, poorly paid milk
producers operating in varlous vic-
inities adjoining Charlottetown.

Dr. Amslie's report, with which
I am not familiar, probably will

show rare instances cf impure and
contaminated milk, but that does
not indicate that all milk produc-l
ers are equally careless and in the
same category You will find imit-
ators and misfits in every vccation,
but that should not be sufficient
reason to condemn the whole frat-
ernity.

Minimizing reference had been
made to the work in which I am
personally engaged. Well, I don't
mind that, kut it provokes &
thought. If the milk producers in
the Charlottetown area will adopt,,
and apply the principles and prac-
tices that wwere so successfully em-
ployed in redeeming the hog in-
dustry of the Province from the
despairing levels to which it had
been reduced, a quarter of a cen-
tury ago, there is no doubt in my
mind that it would bring about a
corresponding  revolution in  their
business.” The net returns to pro-
ducers would be increased to prof-
itable levels, while, at'the same
time the consumer could be enjoy-
ing his requirements at lcwer cost.
